Section 2. The deed of conveyanceshall be approvedby the De-
partmentof Justiceand shall be executedby the Secretaryof Prop-
erty andSuppliesin thenameof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section 3. When any part of the land so conveyedis no longer
being used by the schooldistrict for schoolpurposesit shall be con-
veyed to the Commonwealthfor a considerationof one dollar ($1).

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of August 9, 1955 (P. L 323), entitled “An act relating to
countiesof the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventhand eighth classes;amend-
ing, revising, consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto,” au-
thorizing paymentsin lieu of taxesin certain cases.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The actof August9, 1955 (P. L. 323), known as “The
CountyCode,” is amendedby addingafter section2302,anew section
to read:

Section 2302.1. Paymentsin Lieu of Taxes.—Whererealproperty

of the county is not presentlybeingusedfor the purposesfor which

it was acquired, (as in the caseof long-rangeacquisition programs

for parks,damsand the like), the countymaymakepaymentsin lieu

of taxesfor suchpropertyto local governmentsin which the property

is located.
