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Section 733. Desertion and Nonsupport.—* * *

The said court, after hearing in a summary proceeding, may
order the personagainstwhom complaint has beenmadeor petition
filed, being of sufficient ability, to pay such sum as said court
shall think reasonableand proper for the comfortable support and
maintenanceof the said wife or children, or both, including pay-ET
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ment for such support and maintenancefrom the date of the filing

of the complaint, which back payment shall be made at such time

or times as the court shall direct, and to commit such person to

prison, there to remain until he shall comply with such order, or
give security, by one or more sureties, to the Commonwealth,and
in such sum as the court shall direct for the compliance therewith.
But in no instance shall the defendant be required in any county
of the first class to give security for compliance,or be imprisoned
for failure to give security for compliance, unless and until the
court finds on substantial evidence, (1) that the defendant is pos-
sessedof property, real or personal,in sufficient amount and in such
form, as to enable him to give the required security, and (2)
that the defendant is likely to dissipate his assets or flee the
jurisdiction. In each instance in which security for compliance
is ordered,the court shall enter upon the record the findings on the
basis of which the order is made. The court may also issue the
appropriate writ of executionagainst any property, real or per-
sonal,belonging to the defendant,and its writ of attachmentexecu-
tion against any money or property to which he may be in any way
entitled, whether under what is known as a spendthrift trust or
otherwise, which shall not exceed fifty per centum thereof, and
shall remain a continuing levy until the order has been paid in
full with costs. The personagainst whom an order is made shall
not be entitled to the benefits of any exemption law now in force
or hereafterpassed.

appearin and completeall pendingproceedings,legal or otherwise, insti-
tuted before, by or againstThe Public ServiceCommissionof the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvania;providing that all certificatesof public convenience,
contracts,orders, and rules and regulationsof the latter commissionshall
remain effective until repealed,changedor modified by the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission,and transferringand appropriatingto the Penn-
sylvaniaPublic Utility Commissionany unexpendedbalanceof any existing
appropriationto The Public Service Commissionof the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,” increasingthe salariesof the chairman and other commis-
sioners.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection (c) of section 1, act of March 31, 1937
(P. L. 160), entitled “An act creating a commissionto be known as
the PennsylvaniaPublic Utility Commission; defining in part the
powersandduties of such commission; abolishingThe Public Ser-
vice Commissionof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,terminating
the terms of the membersthereof, and transferringto the Pennsyl-
vaniaPublic Utility Commissionthe records,employes,property,and
equipmentof The Public ServiceCommissionof the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania;authorizing the PennsylvaniaPublic Utility Com-
mission to appearin and completeall pending proceedings,legal or
otherwise,instituted before,by or againstThe Public ServiceCom-
mission of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania;providing that all
certificatesof public convenience,contracts,orders,and rulesandreg-
ulationsof the latter commissionshall remaineffective until repealed,
changedor modified by the PennsylvaniaPublic Utility Commission,
andtransferringandappropriatingto the PennsylvaniaPublic TJtil-
ity Commissionany unexpendedbalanceof any existing appropria-
tion to The Public ServiceCommissionof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,” amendedJuly 16, 1957 (P. L. 949), is amendedto read:

Section 1. * * *

(c) Each of the commissionersshall receive an annual salary of
[nineteenthousanddollars ($19,000)] twenty-four thousanddollars

($24,000),exceptthe chairman,who shall receivean annual salary

of [twenty thousanddollars ($20,000)] twenty-fivethousanddollars

($25,000).

Section 2. All actsor parts of actsare repealedin so far as they
areinconsistentherewith.

Section 3. The provisionsof this actshall, to theextentpermitted
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by the Constitution,becomeeffective immediately upon final enact-
ment.
