Section 1. Section 1, act of August 13, 1963 (P. L. 774), entitled
“An act authorizing courtsto permit certainprisoners to leave jail
during reasonableand necessaryhours for occupational,scholastic
or medical purposes;conferring powers and imposing duties upon
courts,countycommissionersandsheriffsandotherpersonsin charge
of a jail or workhouse,”is amendedto read:

Section 1. Wheneverany person has been sentencedto undergo
imprisonmentin acounty jail or workhouse,hereafterreferredto as
a jail, for a term of [one yearor less,] less than five yearsthe court,

at the time of sentenceor at any time thereafterupon application
madetherefor, may by order direct the sheriff, prison keeper, jail
keeper,warden or other administrativeheadof a jail to permit the
prisonerto leave the jail during necessaryand reasonablehours for
the purposeof working at his employment,conductinghis own busi-
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ness or other self-employedoccupation, including in the case of a
woman housekeepingandattendingto the needsof her family, seek-
ing employment,attendanceat an educationalinstitution or securing
medicaltreatment.The order of court may be rescindedor modified
at any time with or without notice to the prisoner.

Amendingthe act of November30, 1965 (P. L. 847), entitled “An act relating
to and regulating the businessof banking and the exerciseby corporations
of fiduciary powers; affecting personsengagedin the businessof banking
and corporationsexercisingfiduciary powersand affiliates of such persons;
affecting the shareholdersof such persons and the directors, trustees,
officers, attorneysandeinployesof suchpersonsandof the affiliates of such
persons;affecting national banks located in the Commonwealth;affecting
personsdealing with personsengagedin the businessof banking, corpora-
tions exercising fiduciary powers and national banks; conferring powers
and imposing duties on the Banking Board, on certain departmentsand
officers of the Commonwealth and on courts. prothonotaries, clerks and
i recorders of deeds; providing penalties; and repealing certain acts and
parts of acts,” expandingthe power of institutions andthe exclusionfrom
