The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows;

Section 401. Enumerationof ElectedOfficers.—(a) In the county
thereshall be the following officers elected by the qualified electors
of the county;

(1) three county commissioners;
(2) one controller;
(3) one treasurer;
[(4) one county surveyor;]

[(6)] (5) one recorder of deeds;

[(7)] (6) one prothonotary;

[(8)] (7) one clerk of the court of quarter sessionsand of the

court of oyer and terminer;

[(9)] (8) one registerof wills;
E(10)] (9) one sheriff;

[(11)] (10) one district attorney;

[(12)] (11) two jury commissioners.

Section 450. Removal of CountyOfficers and Appointees.—(a)The
county commissioners,the sheriffs, coroners,prothonotaries,registers
of wills, recordersof deeds,treasurers,[surveyors,] controllers,clerks
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of the courts,district attorneys,and any otherofficers of the county,
whetherelectedor duly appointedto fill a vacancy,shall be removable
from office only by impeachment,or by the Governor, for reasonable
cause,after due notice and full hearing,on the advice of two-thirds
of the Senate,or upon conviction of misbehavior in office or of any
infamous crime, in accordancewith the Constitution of this Common-
wealth, but their title to office may be tried by proceedingsof quo
warrantoas provided by law.

Article X

[Surveyor and] Engineer
Section 1001. [County Surveyor; Qualifications; Duties and Com-

pensation;Vacancies.—Thecounty surveyor, to be electedas herein-
before provided, shall be a practical surveyor, and shall perform all
the dutiesassignedto him by the county commissionersor by law.

Any vacancyoccasionedby death, resignation,removal or other-
wiseshall befilled by the court of quartersessionsby the appointment
of a competentpersonbeinga practical surveyor, to fill such vacancy
during the balanceof the unexpiredterm.

Section 1002.] CountyEngineer;Appointment; Term.—Thecounty
commissionersof the county may appoint a professionalengineerin
civil engineering who shall be styled the county engineer. Such
engineershall serve at the pleasureof the commissioners.

Section [1003.] 1002. Duties.—The county engineershall:

(1) prepareplans, specificationsand estimatesof all engineering

work undertakenby the county, and wheneverrequired shall furnish
the commissionerswith reports, information or estimates on any
suchwork, and,in general,shall perform all such dutieswith reference
to any county engineering work as the county commissionersmay
from time to time prescribe;

(2) perform all duties relating to surveying as may be assigned

(3) perform all dutiesheretofore imposedon county surveyors.

Section 1808. Paymentof Certain Officers.—Thecounty solicitor,
cohnty jailor, county commissioners,county controller, county [sur-
veyor or] engineer, county detectives,county treasurer, interpreter
of courts, district attorney and his assistantsshall severally be paid
bi-weekly, semi-monthly, monthly, or quarterly, at the discretion of
the county commissioners.Theyshall be paid the full amountallowed
them by law, but all fees and emolumentswhatsoeverthat may
accrueto any of them by virtue of his office shall be paid by him to
the county treasureras directed by law, and all other officers shall
be paid the amounts assignedthem only when the net receipts of
their respective offices shall reach the amounts respectively fixed
for them.
