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absenceof such rules of procedure,as provided for other appealsto
the court having jurisdiction of the appeal.

Section 2. The provisionsof this act shall not apply to any order,
decision, judgmentor sentenceof a court of record which underany
act of Assemblyheretoforeenactedmay be appealedto an appellate
court.

Section 3. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with this act
are hereby repealed.

Section 4. This act shall take effect January 1, 1969, and sha]l
apply to all such appealstaken on or after that date.

AN ACT

SB 1750

Implementingthe provision of subsection(b) of section 7 of Article V of the
Constitutionof PennsylvaniaauthorizingtheGeneralAssembly to establish
classesof magisterialdistricts and salariesof district justicesof the peace
and providing for their offices and the disposition of costs.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. ShortTitle.—.This act shallbe known and may be cited
as the “Magisterial Districts Act.”

Section 2. Definitions—As used in this act—
(1) “Court” means the Supreme Court of Pennsylvaniaor the

court of common pleas for each judicial district under the direction
of the SupremeCourt of Pennsylvania.

(2) “Political subdivision” meansa city of the secondclassA, city
of the third class,borough,incorporatedtown, township of the first
class, township of the secondclass or any similar general purpose
unit of governmenthereaftercreatedby the GeneralAssemblyexcept
any such political subdivision situated within a county of the second
class.

(3) “Population” meansthe number of personsresiding within a
political subdivision or part thereof as determinedby the then cur-
rent Federaldecennialor Federalspecial census.

(4) “Population density” means the number of personsresiding
within a political subdivision or part thereof as determinedby di-
viding said number by the land area expressedin squaremiles as
determinedin the official publication by the Bureau of Statistics of
the Departmentof Commerce.
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(5) “District justice” meansa justice of the peaceelected or ap-
pointed to a term of office commencingon or after January1, 1970.

Section 3. Magisterial Districts; Establishment.—(a)The court
shall establishthe numberand boundariesof magisterialdistrictsof
the classesdeterminedas hereinafterprovided within each judicial
district exceptthe First and Fifth Judicial Districts by January1,
1969, and thesemagisterialdistricts,exceptwhereacommunitycourt
hasbeenadopted,shall comeinto existenceon January1, 1970. The
district justices thereof shall be electedat the municipal election in
1969.

(b) The court in establishingthenumberandboundariesof magis-
terial districts shall not subdividepolitical subdivisions, excepting
only (1) those which contain two or more noncontiguousparts and
(ii) in the caseof apolitical subdivisioncontainingwithin its bound-
ariestwo or more magisterialdistricts, in which casewards or other
election districts of the political subdivisionshall not be subdivided.

Section 4. Magisterial Districts; Classes.—(a) The classes of
magisterialdistricts shall be determinedas follows:

(1) Magisterial districts of the first classshall havea population
density of more than one thousandpersonsper squaremile and a
populationof not less than fifteen thousandpersons.

(2) Magisterial districtsof the secondclassshall haveapopulation
density of more than four hundred personsper squaremile and a
population of not less than four thousandpersons.

(3) Magisterial districts of the third classshall havea population
density of less than four hundred personsper squaremile and a
population of not lessthan four thousandpersons.

(4) Magisterial districts of the fourth classshallhaveapopulation
density of less than four hundred personsper squaremile and a
population of more than two thousandpersonsbut less than four
thousandpersons.

(b) In the caseof a political subdivision containing within its
boundariestwo or more magisterialdistricts, the court shall divide
saidpolitical subdivisioninto magisterialdistricts as nearly equalas
possible in population and area, and the court may presumethat
the populationdensity of eachpart of a political subdivision is the
samepopulation densityas for the whole political subdivision.

Section 5. Salaries.—(a) A district justice shall receivean annual
salarypaid by the Commonwealthandcomputedby addingto three
thousanddollars ($3,000) theproductof the populationof his magis-
terial district times forty cents(40~),but in no eventshall the salary
exceedfourteen thousanddollars ($14,000).

(b) The court shall certify to the StateTreasurerthe numberof
personsresiding within each magisterial district in the Common-
wealth. For determiningpopulationfor salarypurposesonly, it may
considerany population figures or estimatesmade by any Federal,
Stateor local agency.

Section 6. Ofllces.—Thedistrict justice shall establishan office or
offices within the magisterial district in locationsapprovedby the
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presidentjudge of the court of common pleas in compliancewith
standardsand rules prescribedby the SupremeCourt.

Reasonablecostsandexpensesincidentto the establishment,main-
tenanceand operationof offices of district justices as approvedby
the presidentjudge of the court of common pleas and the county
commissionersin compliancewith standardsand rules prescribedby
the SupremeCourt shall be paid by the county in which the offices
are located.

Section 7. Costs; Disposition.—All costs collected by a district
justice shall be paid monthly to the county in which his magisterial
district is located,andsuch costs shall be retainedby the county for
its use.

Section 8. Effective Date.—Thisact shall takeeffect immediately.

SB 1751

Implementing the provisions of section 9 of Article V of the Constitution
of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaby providing for a right of appealin
all casesfrom adjudicationsof administrative agenciesof political subdi-
visions; and providing for the practice and procedurebefore said agencies.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. ShortTitle.—This act shallbe known andmay be cited
as the “Local Agency Law.”

Section 2. Definitions.—As used in this act:
(1) “Adjudication” meansany final order,decree,decision,deter-

mination or ruling by a local agencyaffecting personalor property
rights, privileges, immunities or obligationsof any or all of the par-
ties to the proceedingin which the adjudicationis made, but shall
not meanany final order, decree,decision, determinationor ruling
basedupon aproceedingbefore acourt, or which involves the seizure
or forfeiture of property, or which involves parolesor pardons.

(2) “Local agency” meansany department,departmentalboard or
commission,independentadministrativeboard or commission,office
or other agencyof a political subdivisionnow in existenceOr here-
after created,empoweredto determineor affect private rights, privi-
leges,immunitiesor obligationsby adjudication,but shall not include
a court of record,a magistrate,alderman,justice of the peace,nor
