A JOIW~RESOLUTION

HB 2830

Proposingan amendmentto article three, section twenty-six of the Constitu-
tion of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania, authorizing payment of in-
creasedretirement benefits to beneficiariesof members.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
resolvesas follows:

Section 1. The following amendmentto the Constitution of the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvaniais proposedin accordancewith the provisions of the
eleventh article thereof:

That section twenty-six, article three of the Constitution of the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvaniabe amendedto read:

Section 26. Extra CompensationProhibited—Nobill shall be passedgiving
any extra compensationto any public officer, servant,employe, agentor con-
tractor, after servicesshall have been renderedor contract made, nor pro-
viding for the payment of any claim against the Commonwealthwithout
previousauthority of law: Provided,however, That nothing in this Constitu-
tion shall be construedto prohibit the GeneralAssemblyfrom authorizing the
increaseof retirement [allowancesor pensionsof] benefits payabLe to mem-
bers or beneficiariesof membersof a retirementor pensionsystem now in
effect or hereafterlegally constitutedby the Commonwealth,its political sub-
divisions, agenciesor instrumentalities,after the termination of the services
of saidmember.
