Amending the act of November 25, 1968 (Act No. 338), entitled “An act
authorizingthe Departmentof PropertyandSupplies,with theapprovalof the
Governorandthe Secretaryof Highwaysto convey1.232acres,moreor less,
of land situate in the Borough of Clarion, Clarion County to the Borough of
Clarion,” increasingthe quantumof land authorizedto be conveyed.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Thetitle andsection1, act of November25, 1968 (Act No.
338), entitled “An act authorizing the Departmentof Property and
Supplies, with the approval of the Governor and the Secretary of
Highways to convey 1.232 acres, more or less, of land situate in the
Borough of Clarion, Clarion County to the Borough of Clarion,” are
amendedto read:

AN ACT

Authorizing the Departmentof PropertyandSupplies,with the approval
of the Governorandthe Secretaryof Highwaysto convey[1.232] 2.554
acres,more or less,of land situatein the Boroughof Clarion, Clarion
County to the Boroughof Clarion.
Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies with the

approval of the Governor and the Secretaryof Highways is hereby
authorizedin behalfof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato conveyto
theBoroughof Clarion,Clarion County,for the considerationof onedollar
($1)thefollowing describedtractof landsituatein the Boroughof Clarion,
County of Clarion, Commonwealthof Pennsylvania:

Beginningat aniron pipeat theintersectionof the southline of Clarion
Borough and the eastline of SouthSecondAvenue,said point being 30
feet, measuredperpendicularly, from the center line of South Second
Avenue; thence along the eastline of South SecondAvenue, north 33
degrees15 minuteseasta distanceof [223.6] 463.6feet to an iron pipe
atthesoutherlysideofa 20fret widealley; thence(with aninterior angle
of 90 degrees)south 56 degrees45 minuteseast a distanceof 240 feet
[(adjacent to the property of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
Departmentof Highways)] along the southerly sideof said alley to an
iron pipe; thence(with aninterior angleof 90 degrees)alongthewestline
of a 20 feet alley south33 degrees15 minuteswest a distanceof [223.6]
463.6feet to an iron pipe; thence(with an interior angle of 90 degrees)
along the southline of Clarion Borough,(adjacentto the property,now or
late,of Mrs. Mary Aaron) north 56 degrees45 minuteswestadistanceof
240 feetto the placeof beginning,(havinganinterior angleof 90 degrees)
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said tract containing [1.232] 2.554acres,moreor less,of land. Beingthe
same [property] properties conveyed to the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvaniaby [deed] two deedsof Porter M. Haskell and Maude M.
Haskell, his wife, oneof which wasdatedJune16, 1928and recordedin
Clarion County Deed Book, Volume 128, at page 2 and the other of
which was datedJune 1, 1934 and recordedin Clarion County Deed
Book, Volume 118, at page254.

The conveyanceshall be made under and subject to all easements,
servitudesand rights of others, including but not confined to streets,
roadways,and rights of any telephone,telegraph,water, electric, gasor
pipeline companies,as well as under and subject to any estatesor
tenanciesvestedin third persons,whetheror notappearingof record,for
any portion of the land or improvementserectedthereon.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
