Amendingtheact of June23, 1931 (P. L. 932),entitled “An act relating to cities
of the third class; andamending,revising, and consolidatingthe law relating
thereto,” expresslyauthorizingcities to provide cost of living increasesfor
certain persons.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section4303.1,actof June23, 1931 (P. L. 932),known as
“The Third ClassCity Code,” reenactedand amended June28, 1951
(P. L. 662), and addedMay 13, 1957 (P. L. 134), is amendedto read:

Section 4303.1. Increaseof AllowancesAfter Retirement.—Anycity
may, at any time, at its discretion, upon the recommendationof the
personshaving custody and managementof the police pension fund,
increasethe allowancesof personsreceivingallowancesof any kind from
the police pensionfund by reasonof and after the termination of the
servicesof any memberof saidfund.Suchincreasesshallbe in conformity
with a uniform scale,which may bebasedon the costof living, but the
total of any such allowancesshallnot at any time exceedone-halfof the
current salarybeing paid patrolmenof the highest pay grade.

Section 2. Section 4322.1 of the act addedFebruary2, 1966 (P. L.
1878), is amendedto read:

Section 4322.1. Increaseof AllowancesAfter Retirement.—Anycity
may, at any time, at its discretion,upon the recommendationof the
personshaving custodyand managementof the firemen’s pensionfund,
increasethe allowancesof personsreceivingallowancesof anykind from
the fund by reasonof and after the termination of the servicesof any
memberof thefund. Such increasesshallbe in conformity with a uniform
scale,which may bebasedon thecostof living, but thetotal of any such
allowancesshallnotatany timeexceedone-halfof thecurrentsalarybeing
paid firemen of the highestpay grade.
