Amendingthe act of August10, 1951 (P. L 1189),entitled,as amended,“An act
regulating the appointment,promotion, suspension,reduction, removal and
reinstatementof employes(exceptsuperintendents,assistantsuperintendents,
inspectors,chief clerksand schoolguards)in bureausof police in cities of the
secondclass;and definingthe powersanddutiesof civil servicecommissions
in suchcities forsuchpurposes,‘ prescribinga probationaryperiodfor original
appointmentsandrepealingan inconsistentact.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section3, act of August10, 1951 (P. L. 1189),entitled,as
amended,“An act regulatingthe appointment,promotion, suspension,
reduction, removal and reinstatement of employes (except
superintendents,assistantsuperintendents,inspectors,chief clerks and
school guards)in bureausof police in cities of the secondclass; and
defining the powersanddutiesof civil servicecommissionsin suchcities
for such purposes,”amendedDecember 11, 1968 (Act No. 373), is
amendedto read:

Section3. Eachapplicant for original appointmentto any position in
thecompetitiveclassin anybureauof policein anycity of thesecondclass
shallundergoaphysicalexamination,subsequentto amentalexamination
but prior to appointment,which shall be conductedby a commission
composedof doctorsof medicineappointedfor thatpurposeby themayor.
Said commissionshall certify to the civil service commissionthat the
applicantis free from bodily or mentaldefects,deformity or diseasethat
might incapacitatehim from theperformanceof the dutiesof the position
he is seeking.No applicationfor suchappointmentshallbe receivedfrom
any personwho is undertwenty-oneyearsof ageor over thirty-five years
of ageat the dateof hisapplication.Any city of the secondclassmay by
ordinancerequireapersonappointedasapolicemanwho is not aresident
of said city of the secondclassto become a residentof said city as a
conditionof hiscontinuedemployment,but not soonerthan threemonths
following the completion of his probationaryperiod. Any applicant for
reinstatementas a memberof thebureauof police who shallhaveserved
as an employein suchbureauof police for a period of more than six
months,andwho at the timeof his applicationfor reinstatementshallbe
a residentof such city, shall be eligible for such reinstatement,even
thoughsuchapplicantshallbe over the ageof thirty-five years.

All original appointmentsto the position of police officer in the
bureau ofpoliceshall befor a probationaryperiod ofsix months. Ifat
any timeduring theprobationaryperiod theconductorcapacityof the
probationer has not been satisfactory to the appointing officer, the
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probationer shall be notified, in writing, that he will not receive
absolute appointment, whereupon his employment shall cease;
otherwise, his retention in the service shall be equivalent to final
appointment

Section2. SectionS,act of May 23, 1907(P. L. 206),entitled “An act
to regulateand improve thecivil serviceof the cities of the secondclass
in the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania;making violations of its provisions
to be misdemeanors,and providing penaltiesfor violations thereof,” is
repealedin so far as it is inconsistentwith the provisionsof this act.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
