CreatingtheDepartmentof Educationandtransferringto it thepowersandduties
of the Departmentof Public Instruction;providingthat the Superintendentof
Public Instruction shall be ex officio, the Secretary of Education; and
transferring personnel, appropriations, allocations, contracts,agreements,
equipment,files, obligationsandothermaterialfrom the Departmentof Public
Instructionto the Departmentof Education.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Thereis herebycreateda Departmentof Education.All of
the functions,powersanddutiesof the Departmentof Public Instruction
are herebytransferredto the Departmentof Education.

Section 2. The Departmentof Educationshallbe administeredby a
Secretaryof Education.The Superintendentof Public Instructionshall ex
officio be the Secretaryof Education.

Section 3. (a) Whenever in any law reference is made to the
Departmentof Public Instructionsuchreferenceshallbedeemedto refer
to and include the Departmentof Education.

(b) Wheneverin any law referenceis madeto the Superintendentof
Public Instructionor to the Secretaryof Education,such referenceshall
be deemedto refer to the Superintendentof Public Instruction as ex
officio Secretaryof Education.

Section 4. All personnel, appropriations, allocations, contracts,
agreements,equipment,files, obligationsandothermaterialwhich relate
to the administrationandenforcementof the lawsof this Commonwealth
as they relate to the Department of Public Instruction are hereby
transferred to the Departmentof Education with the sameforce and
effect as if the appropriationshad been made to the Departmentof
Education in the first instance,and said contracts,agreements,and
obligationsof the Departmentof Public Instructionhadbeenincurredor
enteredinto by said Departmentof Education.

Section 5. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
