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Amending the act of June21, 1939 (P. L 566), entitled “An act defining the
liability of anemployerto paydamagesfor occupationaldiseasecontractedby
an employe arising out of and in the course of employment;establishingan
electivescheduleof compensation;providingprocedurefor thedetermination
of liability and compensationthereunder;imposingdutieson the Department
of Labor and Industry, the Workmen’s CompensationBoard, Workmen’s
CompensationReferees,anddeansof medicalschools;creatingamedicalboard
to determinecontrovertedmedicalissues;establishinganOccupationalDisease
Fundin custodyof theState Workmen’sInsuranceBoard; imposingupon the
Commonwealtha part of the compensationpayablefor certain occupational
diseases;making an appropriation;and prescribing penalties,” including
infectious hepatitiswithin the meaningof the term “occupationaldisease”in
the occupationof nursingor auxiliary services.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause(in) of section108,act of June21, 1939 (P. L. 566),
known as “The PennsylvaniaOccupationalDiseaseAct,” amendedApril
20, 1956 (P. L. 1478),is amendedto read:

Section108. Theterm“occupationaldisease,”asusedin thisact,shall
meanonly the following diseases:

(m) Tuberculosis, serum hepatitis or infectious hepatitis in the
occupationof nursing or auxiliary servicesinvolving exposureto such
disease.

Section 2. This actshall takeeffect immediately.
