Amendingthe actof August 20,1953 (P. L 1212),entitled “An actprovidingfor
the study of the problems of alcoholism; the treatment, commitment,
rehabilitation and protection of personsaddicted to the excessiveuse of
alcoholicbeverages;conferringpowersand imposingdutiesupon thecourtsand
the Departmentof Health; and making an appropriation,” establishinga
programandchangingthe requirementsfor the Director.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections1 and 2, act of August 20, 1953 (P. L. 1212),
entitled “An actprovidingfor thestudyof theproblemsof alcoholism;the
treatment,commitment,rehabilitationandprotectionof personsaddicted
to the excessive use of alcoholic beverages;conferring powers and
imposing duties upon the courts and the Departmentof Health; and
making an appropriation,” areamendedto read:

Section 1. Duty of the Departmentof Health.—TheDepartmentof
Health is hereby authorized and required to establish a [Divisionj
Programof Alcoholic StudiesandRehabilitation,hereinafterreferredto
asthe [“Division”] “Program,” to (1) studytheproblemsof alcoholism,(2)
treat and rehabilitate personsaddicted to excessive use of alcoholic
beverages,and (3) promote preventive and educational programs
designedto eliminate alcoholism.

Section2. Appointmentof Director.—TheSecretaryof Health [,with
the approvalof the Governor,] shall appoint a Director of the [Division]
Program, hereinafterreferredto asthe“Director.” TheDirector shall [be
a duly licensedphysicianof the Commonwealth,andshall] haveknowledge
of theproblemsof alcoholism,treatmentandrehabilitationof personsaddicted
to the excessiveuseof alcoholicbeverages,and the promotionof preventive
and educationalprograms.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
