Amendingtheact ofrune24, 1937 (P. L. 2017),entitled “An actcreatingin each
county (exceptof the first class)asa separatecorporation,and in eachcity of
thefirst andsecondclassasa partof thecity government,aninstitntion district
for the care and maintenanceof certain indigent personsand children;
prescribingthepowersanddutiesof countycommissioners,county treasurers,
city departmentsof public welfare, the StateDepartmentof Welfare and the
State Departmentof Public Assistancein respectthereto;abolishingcertain
poor districtsand terminatingthe termsof directors,overseers,guardiansand
managersof thepoorandpoordistrictauditors,andprovidingfor thetemporary
employment of certain of them;providing for the transfer, vesting, saleand
dispositionof thepropertyof poordistrictsandthepaymentof their obligations;
imposing certain existing obligations on institution districts and on the
Commonwealth;regulatingtheaffairsof poordistrictsuntil abolished;revising,
amending,changingand consolidatingthe law relatingto the careof the poor;
andrepealingexisting laws,” providingfor the leaseof institutional landsand
facilities from authorities or other public agencies organized under
Pennsylvanialaw.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(a) of section305, act of June24, 1937 (P. L.
2017),known asthe“County InstitutionDistrict Law,” amendedOctober
7,1955(P. L. 662)andFebruary10,1956(EL 1020),isamendedtoreacl:

Section 305. Powers and Duties as to County Institution District
Property.—Asa function of the institution districtsandwith its funds,the
commissionersof eachcounty shall havethe power and it shall be their
duty:

(a) With the approvalof the Departmentof Welfareas to suitability
and of the Court of QuarterSessionsof the Peaceas to the amount of
money to be expended,anduponsuchnoticeas thecourt mayrequire,to
acquire,by purchaseor the right of eminentdomain,landsandbuildings
for the careof dependentsandfor farms, taking title in the nameof the
county institution district; or, with theapproval of the Departmentof
Welfareasto suitability, to acquireby leasefrom any bodypolitic and
corporateorganizedunder theMunicipality Authorities Act of 1945or
any otherpublic agencycreatedunder thelaws of Pennsylvania, land,
buildings andall necessaryfurnishings andequipmentthereoffor the
careof dependents;

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
