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Amendingthe act of April 24, 1947 (P.L100), entitled “An act relating to the
incidents of legal and equitable interests in real and personal property,
including the validity thereof,the powers,rights, and dutiesof personswith
respectthereto, and the disposition of interestswhich fail, and containing
provisionsconcerningterminationof trusts,releasesanddisclaimersof powers
and interests,perpetuities, accumulations,charitable estates,rights of a
surviving spousein propertyas to which the decedenthas retained certain
powers,spendthrifttrusts,limited estatesin property, rules of interpretation,
estatespurautervie, estatesin feetail, andtheRulein Shelley’sCase,”removing
provisionsnot confonningto existing law andmaking an editorial correction.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause (1) of section 14, act of April 24, 1947 (P.L.100),
known as the “EstatesAct of 1947,” is amendedto read:

Section 14. Rulesof Interpretation.—lnthe absenceof a contrary
intent appearingtherein,conveyancesshallbe construed,as to realand
personalestate,in accordancewith the following rules.

(1) Meaningof “Heirs” and“Nextof Kin,” etc.;Time of Ascertaining
Class.A conveyanceof realor personalproperty, whetherdirectly or in
trust, to the conveyor’sor anotherdesignatedperson’s“heirs” or “next
[or] qftin” or “relatives” or “family” or to “the personsthereuntoentitled
underthe intestatelaws,” or to personsdescribedby words of similar
import, shall meanthosepersons,including the spouse,who would take
underthe intestatelaws if suchconveyoror otherdesignatedpersonwere
to die intestateat thetimewhensuchclassis to beascertained,a resident
of the Commonwealth,andowning the property soconveyed:Provided,
That theshareof a spouseotherthanthe spouseof the conveyor,shallnot
include the [ten thousanddollar] allowanceunder the intestateJaws.The
timewhensuchclassis to be ascertainedshallbe whenthe conveyanceto the
class is to take effect in enjoyment.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
