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AmendingtheactofJuly28, 1953(P.L723),entitled,asamended,“An actrelating
to counties of the second class and second class A; amending,revising,
consolidatingandchangingthe laws relating thereto,”changingpenaltiesfor
violation of smokecontrol resolutionsor ordinances.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section2197,act of July 28, 1953 (P.L.723),known as the
“SecondClassCounty Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 2197. Violation of Regulations.—(a) SummaryOffense.Any
personwho shallviolateanyregulationso resolveduponor ordained[‘the
samenot being inconsistentwith any law of this Commonwealthor the
Constitutionthereof,or with anylaw of the United Statesof Americaor the
Constitutionthereof,shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,and,upon conviction
thereof,shallpaysuchfine, notexceedingonehundreddollars($100),asmay
be prescribedby such resolution or ordinance,to be recoveredbefore any
aldermanor justice of the peaceof thecounty,which fines shallbe paid into
the county treasury,and in defaultof paymentof such fine, the defendant
shall be imprisonedin the countyjail for a periodnot exceedingthirty (30)
days.] shall, for each offense,upon convictionthereofin a summary
proceedingbeforea magistrate, alderman or justice of the peace, be
sentencedto paythecostsofprosecutionandafine ofnot lessthan thing
dollars ($30) nor more than three hundred dollars ($300), and, in
defaultthereof to undergoimprisonmentofnot lessthan ten (10)days
nor morethan thing (30) days.

(b) Misdemeanors. Anypersonwho shall violateany regulation
so resolvedupon or ordained, convictedof a secondor subsequent
offense,shall be guilty ofa misdemeanorandshall, upon conviction
thereof besentencedto payafine ofnot lessthanfive hundreddollars
($500) nor more than one thousanddollars ($1,000), or to undergo
imprisonmentnotexceedingone(1) year, or both, in thediscretion of
the court.

(c) SeparateOffenses. For the purposeofthis section,violations
on separatedaysshall be consideredseparateoffenses.
