Amendingtheactof April 12, 1951 (P.L90),entitled “An actrelatingto alcoholic
liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages; amending, revising,
consolidatingandchangingthe lawsrelatingthereto;regulatingandrestricting
the manufacture, purchase, sale, possession,consumption, importation,
transportation,furnishing,holdingin bond,holdingin storage,traffic in anduse
of alcoholic liquors, alcoholand malt andbrewedbeveragesandthe persons
engagedor employed therein; defining the powers and duties of the
PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providing for the establishmentand
operationof Stateliquor storesfor the paymentof certainlicensefeesto the
respectivemunicipalitiesandtownships,for theabatementof certainnuisances
and, in certain cases,for searchand seizure without warrant; prescribing
penaltiesand forfeitures; providing for local option, and repealingexistin
laws,” authorizingemploymentof personsfor preparationandserviceof foe
andbeveragesby more than one licensee.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(11) of section 493, act of April 12, 1951
(P1.90),known as the “Liquor Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 493. Unlawful Acts Relative to Liquor, Malt and Brewed
Beveragesand Licensees.—’* *

It shallbe unlawful—

(11) LicenseesEmployed by Others. For any hotel, restaurantor
club liquor licensee,or any malt or brewedbeveragelicensee,or any
servant, agent or etnploye of such licensee, to be at the same time
employed,directly or indirectly, by any other personengagedin the
manufacture,sale, transportationor storageof liquor, malt or brewed
beveragesor alcohol:Provided, That any person(excepta licenseeor the
manager, officer or director of a licensee)who is employedby a retail
licenseeto prepareor servefood andbeveragesmaybeemployedin the
samecapacitybyanother retail licenseeduring otherhours or on other
