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Amendingthe actof July 19, 1935 (P.L1356),entitled, as amended,“An act to
regulatethe sale and delivery of solid fuel, as hereindefined;providing for
appointmentof licensedweighmasters;prescribingtheir powersand duties;
authorizingsubstitutelicensedweighmasters;imposingcertain dutieson the
Department of Mines and Mineral Industries; and providing penalties,”
transferringjurisdiction of administeringandenforcingtheprovisionsthereof
from the Departmentof Mines andMineral Jndustriesto the Departmentof
Justice.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The title, section1, subsection(1) of section3 and section
8.2, act of July 19, 1935 (P1.1356),entitled, as amended,“An act to
regulatethe saleanddelivery of solid fuel, as hereindefined;providing
for appointmentof licensedweighmasters;prescribingtheir powersand
duties; authorizing substitute licensedweighmasters;imposing certain
dutieson the Departmentof Mines andMineral Industries;andproviding
penalties,”amendedJuly 20, 1968 (Act No. 209), areamendedto read:

AN ACT

Toregulatethesaleanddeliveryofsolid fuel, ashereindefined;providing
for appointmentof licensedweighmasters;prescribingtheirpowersand
duties; authorizingsubstitutelicensedweighmasters;imposingcertain
dutiesonthe Departmentof [Mines andMineral Industries]Justice;and
providing penalties.
Section 1. Be it enacted,&c., That theterm “solid fuel,” when used

in this act, shall mean anthracite, semi-anthracite, bituminous,
semi-bituminous,or lignite coal,briquettes,boulets,coke,gas-housecoke,
petroleumcoke,carbon,charcoal,or anyothernatural, manufactured,or
patentedfuel not soldby liquid or meteredmeasure.

The term “person,”whenusedin this actshallbeconstruedto include
any individual, partnership, unincorporated association,corporation,
association,agent, firm, representative,or employethereof.

The term“licensed weighmaster,”whenusedin this act, shall include
a personlicensed to weigh solid fuel by this Commonwealthor by a
borderingstateissuingsuchlicensesandrecognizinglicensesand weigh
certificatesissuedby suchlicenseesin this Commonwealth,

The word “department,” when used in this act shall mean the
Department of [Mines and Mineral Industries] Justice of the
Commonwealth,

The word “weighmaster,” when used in this act shall mean a
weighmasterlicensedunder this act by the Departmentof [Mines and
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Mineral Industries] Justice, or an unexpiredlicenseheretoforeissuedby
the Departmentof Internal Affairs or the Department of Mines and
Mineral Industries.

Theword “purchaser,”whenusedin this act,shallmean(a) theultimate
consumer to whom the solid fuel is delivered for the purpose of
consumption;(b) coalyardor dealerto whomsolid fuel is deliveredfor the
purposeof unloading for storageor resalewhere coal must be weighed
beforeresale.

The word “vehicle,” whenusedin thisactshallbeconstruedto include
theskidor othersimilarportabledeviceuponwhich alot of solid fuel may
be placed prior to weighing,and on which said lot of fuel shall remain
continuouslythereafteruntil deliveredto thepurchaserthereof:Provided,
however,That the useof suchskidsor othersimilarportabledevicesshall
be subject to approval of the Department of [Mines and Mineral
Industries]Justice:And providedfurther,That whensuchskidsor other
portable devicesare used for the delivery of solid fuel, it shallnot be
necessaryto weigh the truck, tractor, trailer or othermoving equipment
upon which such skids or otherportabledevicesmay be transported.

Section 3. (1) No personshall sell, transportover a public highway,
deliveror causeto bedelivered,or to bestartedoutfor delivery, anysolid
fuel in a lot or lots in amountsof exceedingone hundred(100) pounds
without eachlot, in eachseparatecompartmentof anyvehicle or vehicle
andtrailer,beingaccompaniedby aweighmaster’scertificatefor eachlot
issuedby a licensedweighmasterof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania:
Provided,That thissectionshallbeinapplicableto aproducerof solid fuel,
who furnishesproof satisfactoryto the Department,or an Inspectorof
Weightsand Measures,that the solid fuel being transportedcomesfrom
his own mine, is his own property, andis being transportedfor a purpose
otherthanfor sale,or thatthevehicleis accompaniedby avalid certificate
of transportationpermittingsuchtransportationwithout a weighmaster’s
certificate,asprovidedfor by therulesandregulationsaspromulgatedby
the Departmentof [Mines and Mineral Industries]Justice.

***

Section8.2. The [Secretary of Mines andMineral Industries] Attorney
General shall have power to adopt and promulgate such rules and
regulationsnot inconsistentwith the provisions of this act as may be
deemednecessaryto carry into effect the intentandpurposeof this act.

All previous rules and regulationsadoptedand promulgatedby the
Secretary of Internal Affairs and Secretary of Mines and Mineral
Industriesremainin full forceandeffect until new or amendedrulesand
regulationsareadoptedby the [Secretaryof MinesandMineral Industries]
Attorney General.

Section 2. All personnel, appropriations, allocations, contracts,
agreements,equipment,files, obligations,documentsand othermaterial
which relate to the administrationand enforcementof the act amended
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herebyas it applies to the Departmentof Mines and Mineral Industries
andthe Secretaryof Mines andMineral Industriesare transferredto the
Departmentof Justiceandthe Attorney Generalwith the sameforce and
effect as if the appropriation had beenmade to the Department ofJustice
in thefirst instance,andsaidcontracts,agreementsandobligationsof the
said Departmentof Mines and Mineral Industrieshad beenincurred or
entered into by said Departmentof Justice.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
