Amending the act of May 27, 1949 (P.L1903),entitled “An act providing for
powers, responsibilities, duties and limitations of the Governor, Adjutant
General,Department of Military Affairs, PennsylvaniaState Armory Hoard,
Military ReservationCommissionin connectionwith thearmed Military and
Navalforcesandtheinternal securityof theCommonwealth;for thedefinition,
organization,powersandlimitations of theunorganizedmilitia, Pennsylvania
NationalGuard,PennsylvaniaGuard,Naval Militia, PennsylvaniaNavalMilitia
and for coordination with the government of the United States in the
organizationand functioning of the PennsylvaniaNational Guard and the
National Guard of the United States apportioned the Commonwealth,”
providing for the awardof the Major GeneralThomasR. White, Jr. Medal.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1101, act of May 27, 1949 (P.L.1903), known as
“The Military Codeof 1949,” amendedNovember10, 1965 (P.L.841),is
amendedto read:

Section 1101. Authorized Decorations,Medals and Awards.—The
following decorations,medals,ribbons,badgesandawardsareauthorized
to bepresentedby theGovernorin thenameof theCommonwealthunder
conditionsand methodsenumeratedhereafterin this article.

1. PennsylvaniaCrossfor Valor.
2. PennsylvaniaDistinguishedServiceMedal.
3. PennsylvaniaMeritorious Medal.
4. PennsylvaniaCommendationRibbon.
5. State medal for Federalserviceduring any war.
6. ServiceRibbonand/or Medal for activeState service

during an emergency.
7. Pennsylvaniatwenty yearservicemedal.
8. GeneralThomasJ. StewartMedal.
9. PennsylvaniaOutstandingAeronauticalAchievementAward.

10. Major General ThomasB. White, Jr. MedaL
MarksmanshipMedals or Badges.

Section2. Section 1103of theact is amendedby addinganewclause
to read:

Section 1103, Method of Award.—The authorized decorations,
medals, ribbons, badgesand awardswill be awardedto the following
personsandunder theconditionsandmethodsspecificallymentionedin
this section:

(14) The Major General Thomas B. White, Jr. Medal shall be
awarded by the Departmentof Military Affairs to membersof the
Pennsylvania National Guard, upon recommendationof their unit or

organizational commanders, for seven years consecutive and
satisfactoryservicein the PennsylvaniaNational Guard. Only one of
thesemedalsshall be awardedto any one individual.
