Amendingthe actof June22,1931 (P.L594),entitled “An actestablishingcertain
townshiproadsasStatehighways;authorizingtheir construction,maintenance,
and improvement under certain conditions and restrictions; limiting the
obligation of the Commonwealthin the constructionof certain structures
locatedon suchhighways;conferringcertainpowersupon the Departmentof
Highways and local authorities,persons,associationsand corporationsfor
sharingthe cost of the maintenanceand constructionof such highways;and
makinganappropriationto carryout theprovisionsof saidact,”deletinga route
in WashingtonCounty.

The GeneralAssembly of theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Thefollowing routeestablishedby theactofJune22, 1931
(P.L594), entitled “An act establishingcertain townshiproadsas State
highways;authorizingtheir construction,maintenance,and improvement
undercertain conditionsand restrictions;limiting the obligation of the
Commonwealthin the constructionof certainstructureslocatedon such
highways;conferringcertainpowersupon the Departmentof Highways
andlocalauthorities,persons,associationsandcorporationsfor sharingthe
cost of the maintenanceandconstructionof suchhighways;andmaking
an appropriation to carry out the provisions of said act,” and its
amendments,is deletedas follows:

[Route 62157. Beginningat a point on Route62016 at Redd’s Mill;
thence extending in an easterly and southeasterlydirection through
Pallowfield Township to a point, at the intersectionof a county road and
Route 118, in WashingtonCounty, a distanceof about1.8 miles.]

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
