Amendingtheactof June23, 1931 (P.L932),entitled “An actrelatingto citiesof
the third class; and amending,revising, and consolidatingthe law relating
thereto,” authorizing the city to make contracts of insurancecovering
dependentsof officers, officials andemployes.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause53 of section2403,act of June23, 1931 (P.L.932),
knownas “The Third ClassCity Code,”reenactedandamendedJune28,
1951 (P.L.662), is amendedto read:

Section2403. SpecificPowers,—Inadditionto otherpowersgranted
by this act, the council of eachcity shallhavepower, by ordinance:

53. Insurance.—--Tomakecontractsof insurancewith any mutual or
otherfire insurancecompany,associationor exchange,dulyauthorizedby
law to transactinsurancebusinessin theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania,
on any building or property ownedby thecity.

To make contracts of insurance with any insurance company, or
nonprofit hospitalization corporation, or nonprofit medical service
corporation, authorized to transact insurance business within the
Commonwealth,insuring its electedor appointedofficers, officials and
employes,or any classor classesthereof, or their dependents,under a
policy or policiesof groupinsurancecoveringlife, health,hospitalization,
medical service,or accident insurance,and to contract with any such
company granting annuities or pensionsfor the pensioning of such
persons;and,for suchpurposes,to agreeto paypartor all of thepremiums
or chargesfor carrying such contracts,and to appropriate out of its
treasury any money necessaryto pay such premiums or charges,or
portionsthereof.All contractsprocuredhereundershall conform andbe
subjectto all theprovisionsof anyexistingor futurelawsconcerninggroup
insuranceandgroupannuity contracts.Theproperofficer, agency,board
or commissionof the city having authority to enter into suchcontractsof
insuranceis herebyauthorized,enabledandpermittedto deductfrom the
officer’s or employe’s pay, salary or compensation,such part of the
premium as is payable by the officer or employe and as may be so
authorizedby the officer or employe in writing.
