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Amending the act of April 4, 1929 (P.L144~,entitled “An act prescribingthe
powersand duties of the Departmentof Agriculture with regard to farm
products;providingfor co-operationwith theDepartmentof InternalAffairs to
establishstandardreceptaclesfor farmproducts;authorizingtheDepartmentof
Agriculture to establish and promulgatestandardsfor the grade and other
classification of farm products, and to promulgate regulations for the
enforcement thereof; defining farm products to include agricultural,
horticultural,vegetable,fruit, andfloricultural productsof thesoil,live stockand
meats,wool, hides,poultry, eggs,dairyproducts,nuts, mushrooms,andhoney;
andprovidingpenalties,”makingit unlawful for certainpersonsto packor sell
farm productsin certainreceptacles.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows: -

Section 1. The fourth paragraphof section2, act of April 4, 1929
(P.L144), entitled “An act prescribing the powers and duties of the
Departmentof Agriculture with regardto farm products;providing for
co-operationwith theDepartmentOf InternalAffairs to establishstandard
receptaclesfor farm products;authorizingthe Departmentof Agriculture
to establish and promulgate standards for the grade and other
classification of farm products, and to promulgateregulationsfor the
enforcementthereof; defining farm products to include agricultural,
horticultural, vegetable,fruit, and floricultural productsof the soil, live
stock and meats, wool, hides, poultry, eggs, dairy products, nuts,
mushrooms,and honey; andproviding penalties,”is amendedto read:

Section 2. * * *

Wheneveranyrequirementfor the marking,branding,or labeling of a
receptaclefor a farm productbecomeseffectiveunderthis act, it shallbe
unlawful for anypersonthereafterto packfor sale,offer for sale,consign
for sale,or sell, [and] or deliver, anysuchfarm productin a receptacleto
which suchrequirementis applicable,unlessthe receptaclebe marked,
brandedor labeledaccordingto suchrequirement.[or unlesssuchproduct
be brought from outside the Commonwealth andoffered for sale,consigned
for sale, or sold in the original package.]
