Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P.L30), entitled “An act relating to the
public schoolsystem,includingcertainprovisionsapplicableas well to private
andparochialschools;amending,revising,consolidatingandchangingthelaws
relating thereto,” establishinga systemof intermediateunits; establishing
intermediateunit boardsof dfrectors and creatingthe position of executive
director.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The actof March 10, 1949 (P1.30),knownas the “Public
SchoolCodeof 1949,”is amendedbyaddingafterArticle IX, anewarticle
to read:

ARTICLE IX-A
INTERMEDIATE UNItS

Section901-A. Establishmentof IntermediateUnits.—Eachschool
district oftheCommonwealthshall beassignedto an intermediateunit,
andshall beentitledto theservicesofanintermediateunit inaccordance
with a program ofservicesadoptedby the intermediateunit board of
directors.ThearrangementoftheschooldistrictsoftheCommonwealth
into intermediateunits shall reflect considerationof(s) the numberof
public schoolchildren enrolled in kindergartenthrough grade twelve,
(ii) ease of travel within each intermediate unit, and (ii:) the
opportunityto provideadequatebasicservices.Intermediateunitsshall
bepan of the public schoolsystemof this Commonwealth,and shall
becomeoperativeon July 1, 1971.

Section902-A. ArrangementofSchoolDistricts Into Intermediate
Units.—Theschool districts are arranged in intermediate units as
follows:

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Section903-A. TransferofMembership.—Anyschooldistrict may
applyfor transferfrom oneintermediateunit to another intermediate
unit with which its boundariesorecontiguousbysubmittinga written
requestfor such transfer to theStateBoard of Education,along with
reasonsfor requestingsuch transferand with the written approval or
disapprovalofall schooldistrictswithin theintermediateunitofwhich
the school district is a memberand all school districts within the
intermediateunit to which it wishesto transfer. If the StateBoard of
Educationapprovesthetransfer, it shallbeeffectivethefollowing July
1. In no eventshall a transferbe madewithout theapproval ofall the
schooldistricts within all intermediateunits involvedin saidtransfer.

Section 904-A. Merger of Intermediate Units.—Two or more
intermediateunitsmay, with theapprovalofa majority ofthemembers
of each intermediateunit boardof directors and all schooldistricts
within each intermediateunit,, submit a written requestto the State
BoardofEducationfor consolidation.If theStateBoardofEducation
approvessuchconsolidation, it shall beeffectivethefollowing July 1.

Section 905-A. Regulations.—TheState Board of Education shall
adoptsuch regulationsasit deemsnecessaryto guidethe organization
and operation of intermediate units and to provide proceduresfor
amendmentof theStateplan of intermediateunits.

Section906-A. ProgramofServices.—FromJuly 1, 1971 toJune30,
1972, intermediate units shall provide essential servicesformerly
provided by county boards of school directors, collect and analyze
informationaldata andadopttheprogramofservicesto beprovidedby
the intermediate unit. On or before May 1, 1971, and annually
thereafter,eachintermediateunit shall submitaprogramofservicesfor
the next school year to the Superintendentof Public Instruction for
budgetaryapproval. Suchprogram ofservicesshall be developedand
submittedin accordancewith law, as hereinafterprovided.

Section 907-A. Sub8idiesfor Services.—Intermediateunits shall
receivesubsidiesfrom the Commonwealthashereinprovided onlyfor
servicesperformedpursuantto andauthorizedby law, as hereinafter
provided. Nothing containedherein shall prohibit intermediateunits
from receivingfundsfromschooldistricts andothersourcesincluding
nonpublic nonprofit schools and expendingsuch funds to provide
additional servicesnot included in theapprovedprogram ofservices.

Section908-A. SpecialPupil Services.—Allpowersand dutiesof
countyboardsofschooldirectors with respectto specialpupil services
areherebytransferredto intermediateunit boardsofdirectors,effective
July 1, 1971, and all Commonwealthpaymentstheretofore paid to
Countyboardsof schooldirectorson accountof specialpupil services
shall thereafterbe paid to intermediateunit boardsofdirectors.

Section909-A. Vocational-TechnicalEducation.—A11 powersand
duties of county boards of school directors with respect to
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vocational-technicaleducation are hereby transferred to intermediate
unit boardsofdirectors, effectiveJuly 1, 1971;andall Commonwealth
paymentstheretofore paid to county boards of school directors on
accountof vocational-technicaleducationshall thereafterbe paid to
intermediateunit boardsofdirectors.

Section 910-A, intermediate Unit Board of Directors.—(a) Each
intermediate unit board of directors shall be composedof thirteen
members,chosenfor termsof threeyearsfrom amongmembersof the
boards of school directors of school districts comprising the
intermediateunit. An intermediateunit director maysucceedhimself
for two additional terms. Unless therearefewer than thirteen school
districts inan intermediateunit, atno timeshallmorethan onedirector
from any schooldistrict be electedto an intermediateunit board of
directors. Wheretherearefewerthan thirteenschooldistricts within an
intermediateunit, thereshall beat leastoneschooldirector from each
schooldistrict electedto the intermediateunit board ofdirectors. The
election of intermediate unit boards of directors shall be by
proportionateballot, and eachschooldirector ofeachschooldistrict
within an intermediateunitshallbeentitledto castvotesdeterminedby
dividing the weightedaveragedaily membershipofthe schooldistrict
by the total weighted average daily membership within the
intermediate unit, multiplying the quotient so obtained by one
thousand,dividing the productsoobtainedby thirteen, androunding
such dividend to the nearestwholenumber.~Provided, however,That
eachschooldirector shall havea: leastonevote, TheSuperintendentof
Public Instruction shall annually, not later than the first day of
February, certify the weighted average daily membershipfor the
previousschoolyearfor eachschooldistrict andfor eachintermediate
unit, and shall computethe numberof votes to which each school
director of each school district within an intermediateunit shall be
entitled.

(b) Except for the initial election, directors shall be elected
annually in April by conventionof the schooldirectors of theschool
districts comprisingan intermediateunit asfollows:five every third
year,four eachotheryear. Intermediateunit boardsofdirectors shall
organizeannually in July.

(c) The initial election of directors shall be held between the
effectivedateof this act andJanuary15, 1971;and thirteen directors
shall be electedfor terms to begin onJanuary15, 1971, to expirefor
four directors onJune30, 1972,forfour directorsonJune30, 1973and
for five directors onJune30, 1974. From thedateofelectiontoJuly 1,
1971 the directors electedinitially shall serve as intermediateunit
planning committeesto planfor the operationsof intermediateunits
commencingJuly 1, 1971.

(d) Vacancieson an intermediateunit board ofdirectors shall be
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filled byappointmentby majority voteofthe remaining intermediate
unit directors. A director so appointedshall serve until the annual
convention,at which time theconventionshall electa director to serve
theunexpiredportion of theterm.An intermediateunit directorelected
to fill a vacancymay succeedhimselffor three additional terms.
Vacanciesshall occur upon the death, resignation, or removalof an
intermediateunitdirector, orwhenheno longerholdsofficeasaschool
director. In theeventvacanciesexistor occurin the membershipofall
of the membersof an intermediateunit board of directors, a special
convention,calledbytheSuperintendentofPublic Instruction,shall be
held of school directors of the school districts comprising the
intermediate unit for the purpose of electing directors to fill the
vacancies.

(e) Any memberofan intermediateunit boardofdirectors maybe
removedin thesamemannerandfor thesamecauseasprovidedbylaw
for removalof membersofboardsof schooldirectors.

09 Electionsofintermediateunitdirectorsand theorganizationof
intermediateunit boardsofdirectorsshall beconductedin accordance
with regulationsadoptedby the StateBoardofEducation.

(g) In thecaseofan intermediateunit comprisedofa singleschool
district, the board of education of the school district shall be the
intermediateunit board ofdirectors.

Section911-A. AnnualConventions.—Theexecutivedirectorofeach
intermediateunit shall call a conventionto be heldannually in April
for thepurposeofelectingmembersto the intermediateunit boardof
directors,approvalofthebudgetoftheintermediateunit by a majority
ofvotesofthedirectorspresentandvotingandfor theconsiderationand
discussionofmatterspertaining to theimprovementofeducationin the
public schoolswithin the intermediateunit andsuch otherbusinessas
mayproperly comebeforetheconvention.The executivedirectorshall
at leastoneweekprior to suchannualconventionfurnish eachdirector
ofeachdistrict comprising theunit with a printedcopyofthe budget
proposedfor adoption. In addition, the intermediate unit board of
directors may call into special conventiontheschooldirectors of all
school districts within an intermediate unit at any time for the
consideration of businesswhich may properly comebefore a special
convention. On petition of a majority of the school directors of all
school districts within the unit for a special conventionfor a stated
purpose relating to proper businessof the intermediate unit, the
intermediateunit boardofdirectors shall call into specialconvention
the school directors of all school districts within the unit for
consideration of such stated purpose. Notice to each such district
directorshall begivenat leastflvedaysprior to suchspecialconvention.

Section912-A. ElectionofOfflcers.—(a)During the monthofJuly,
1971, eachintermediateunit boardofdirectorsshall electa president
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and a vice presidentfrom among its members,a secretary and a
treasurer, who need not be members. The treasurer may be any
corporation duly qualified and legally authorized to transact a
fiduciary businessin the Commonwealth.

(b) Beforeenteringupon his duties, the treasurershall furnish a
bond in an amountand with suretyor suretiesastheintermediateunit
board of directors shall approve, conditioned upon the faithful
performanceofhis duties. Thecostofthebondshall bepaid outof the
fundsoftheintermediateunit. Nobondshallbe requiredwherea bank
or trust companyservesastreasurer.

(c) Not later than January 15, 1971, each intermediate unit
planningcommitteeshall electofficers in themannerprovidedherein,
to serveuntil the electionofofficers in July, 1971.

Section 913-A. Staff—(a) The staffof an intermediateunit shall
consistof an executivedirector andsuch assistantexecutivedirectors,
programspecialists,andotherpersonnelastheintermediateunitboard
ofdirectorsdeemsnecessaryto employ.In thecaseofan intermediate
unit comprisedof a singleschool district, the district superintendent
shall serveas executivedirector of the intermediateunit. His salary
shall notbechargedto theintermediateunit budget~and, thesalaryof
his assistantsshall be chargedto the intermediateunit budgetonly to
the extent that such assistantsare engagedin providing approved
intermediateunit servicesas determinedby the executivedirector.

(b) An executivedirector shall be appointedby eachintermediate
unit board of directors for a term of four years: Provided, That the
initial term shall commenceJuly 1, 1971 and terminateJune30, 1974:
And, providedfurther, however,Thateachintermediateunit planning
committeemayemployan executivedirector-electto serveprior toJuly
1, 1971.An executivedirector shall hold a commissionissuedby the
Superintendentof Public Instruction, in accordancewith regulations
adoptedby the StateBoard ofEducation.

(c) Assistant executive directors may be appointed by each
intermediate unit board of directors upon recommendationof the
executivedirector for a term offour years:Provided, That the initial
term shall commenceJuly 1, 1971, and terminateJune30, 1974:And
provided further, however, That each intermediate unit planning
committee may employ assistant executive directors-elect upon
recommendationofthe executivedirector-electto serveprior toJuly 1,
1971.An assistantexecutivedirectorshall holda commissionissuedby
the Superintendent of Public Instruction, in accordance with
regulationsadoptedby the StateBoard ofEducation.

(d) All personsholding a commissionfor the office of county
superintendentor assistantcountysuperintendentvalid for the term of
officebeginningJuly 1966,shall beeligible for electionto theofficeof
executivedirectoror assistantexecutivedirector in 1971,and, if elected
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to eitheroffice, shall remain eligiblefor electionor reelectionto either
office thereafter.

(e) All professionaland temporary professionalemployesof an
intermediate unit shall have the samerights of tenure, minimum
sakdes and increments, leaves of absence because of illness,
professionalstudy or physical disability, sabbaticalleaves,military
leaves and exchangeteacher leavesas professionaland temporary
professionalemployesof schooldistricts.

09 Program specialists shall satisfy minimum qualifications
adoptedby the StateBoard ofEducation.

(g) All etnployesofan intermediateunit shall be eligible for and
becomemembersofthePublic SchoolEtnployes‘RetirementSystemof
Pennsylvania,exceptthat membersof the StateEmployes’Retirement
Systemmay electto remain membersofsuch retirementsystem.

(h) All personsemployedby an intermediateunit prior toJuly 1,
1971,other thantheexecutivedirectorandassistantexecutivedirectors,
shall beselected,as the needarises,and to the extentsuchpersonsare
available, from amongthosepersonswho, on theeffectivedateofthis
act, areemployedby or assignedto theofficesofthe countyboardsof
schooldirectors replacedby the intermediateunit Fosition placement
and salaries shall be determinedby an intermediate unit board of
directors upon recommendationof theexecutivedirector, whoshall be
guidedby theprogramofservicesto beofferedby theintermediateunit

Section914-A. PowersandDutiesoftheIntermediateUnitBoardof
Directors.—An intermediate unit board of directors shall have the
power and its duty shall be:

(1) To appoint an executivedirectoranddeterminehis salary.
(2) Toappoint assistantexecutivedirectors upon recommendation

of the executivedirector and determinetheir salaries.
(3) To approve professional staff appointments made by the

executivedirector.
(4) Toadoptemploymentpoliciesfor nonprofessionalstaff
(5) To adopt a program of services.Each intermediateunit may

provide, but shall, exceptas hereinafterprovided, be limited to, the
following services: (i) curriculum developmentand instructional
improvement services; (ii) educational planning services; (iii)
instructional materialsservices;.(iv) continuingprofessionaleducation
services, (v) pupil personnelservices, (vi) State and Federal agency
liaison services;and (vi?) managementservices.Eachadditional service
to be providedshall befirst approvedby a majority ofall the boards
ofschooldirectorscomprisingtheintermediateunitat a meetingcalled
by the intermediateunit boardofdirectorsfor the expresspurposeof
approving or disapproving any such additional service. Each
intermediateunit mayprovidefor thefurnishing ofanyoftheservices
mentionedin this clauseorelsewherein this actto nonpublic, nonprofit
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schools which schools are hereby authorized to contract for and
purchaseservicesfrom intermediateunits so as to participate in the
intermediateprogram.

(6) Toadoptandadvertisetheintermediateunit budget Thebudget
shall be approved by (i) at leasta majority of the school districts
comprising the intermediate uni4 and (ii) at least a majority of the
proportionate votes of all school directors present and voting in
convention,and shall be filed annually with the Superintendentof
Public Instruction andadvertisedor notice thereofgiven to the public
in each of its componentschooldistricts as required of local school
district budgetsby section687ofthis act on or beforethefirst day of
May. Budgetedexpendituresshall be thoseexpendituresclassifiedas
current expenses,capital outlays, debt redemptionsand outgoing
transfersaccordingto theManualofAccountingandRelatedFinancial
Proceduresfor PennsylvaniaSchoolSystemsand amendmentsand
supplements thereto published by the Department of Public
Instruction.

(7) Toprovidefor andconductprogramsofservicesauthorizedby
the State Board of Education, including services performed under
contractwith componentschooldistricts.Exceptasotherwiseprovided
by law, all powersand dutiesof county boardsofschooldirectors in
regard to classesand schoolsfor exceptional children, educational
broadcasting, audio-visual libraries, instructional materials centers,
areatechnicalschoolsandarea vocational-technicalschoolsare hereby
transferred;o andconferredupon intermediateunit boardsofdirectors.
An irdermediate unit may contract with school districts to provide
serviceson behalfof the intermediateunit.

(8) To contractfor specializedservices.
(9) To receiveFederal, State,schooldistrict and othermoneysand

expendthe sameto conductprogramsof services.
(10) To designateoneor more banksor bank and trust cornponies

asa depositoryor depositoriesfor itsfunds. Eachsuchdepositoryshall
furnish a bondor collateral in lieu thereofas is providedin thecaseof
depositoriesof schoolfunds.

(11) To leaseland, buildings andequipment.
(12) Toemploya solicitorfor suchpurposesasmayberequiredand

fix hiscompensation.
(13) Toselecta namefor theintermediateunit, whichshall befiled

with and approvedby the Superintendentof Public Instruction.
(14) To consolidateand let combinedbidsfor bulk purchases.
(15) Toperformsuchotherdutiesasmaybe requiredby regulation

of the StateBoard ofEducation.
Section 915-A. Powers and Duties of Executive Director.—The

executivedirector ofan intermediateunit shall havethe powerand his
duty shall be:
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(1) To administerthe intermediateunit program ofservices.
(2) To appoint professionalstaff subject to the approval of the

intermediateunit board ofdirectors.
(3) To employ nonprofessional staff in accordance with

employmentpolicies of the intermediateunit board ofdirectors.
(4) To prepare the budgetfor adoption by the intermediateunit

boardofdirectors.
(5) To direct expendituresof funds within the budgetor other

authorizationsofthe intermediateunit board ofdirectors.
(6) To appoint such advisory groups as will assist the staff in

providing programsof servicesfor schooldistricts.

(7) To provide the Superintendentof Public Instruction with
information, reportsandservices.

(8) To perform such other duties as may be required by the
intermediateunit board of directors and the regulationsof the State
Board ofEducation.

Section916-A. IntermediateUnit Council.—Eachintermediateunit
shall havean IntermediateUnit Councilcomposedofall chiefschool
administrators within the intermediateunit, to be advisory to the
executivedirector.

Theexecutivedirectoroftheintermediateunitshall serveaschairman
ofthe IntermediateUnit Council.

TheIntermediateUnit Councilshall meetat leastfive timeseachyear
and maymeetat any other time upon thecall of theexecutivedirector.

Section 917-A. Allocations.—In January 1971, and annually
thereafterin January, the Superintendentof Public Instruction shall
allocate to eachintermediateunit a portion of theamount includedin
the Governor’sbudgetfor thesucceedingfiscal yearfor thesupportof
intermediate units. The allocation shall be made in the following
manner (1) Determinefor eachintermediateunit the total weighted
average daily membershipof all school districts comprising the
intermediateuni4 (2) computean aid ratio for eachintermediateunit
in the samemanneras in the caseof schooldistricts; (3) determinea
weight factor for each intermediate unit by multiplying the total
weightedaveragedaily membershipofall schooldistricts comprising
the intennediate unit by the aid ratio of the intermediate uni4~(4)
determinea statewidevalueper weightfactorby dividing theamount
providedin theGovernor’sbudgetfor thesucceedingfiscal yearfor the
support of intermediate units by the total weight factors of all
intermediateunits within the Commonwealth,~and (5) detenninethe
allocation to eachintermediateunitbymultiplying its weightfactorby
the statewidevalueper weightfactor Provided, That no intermediate
unit shall be allocated less than the amount receivedduring the
1968-1969school year by the offices of county superintendentsof
schoolsreplacedby the intermediateunitfrom theCommonwealthand
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the estimated value of assistancefrom the respective counties, as
determinedby theDepartmentofPublic Instruction.

Section918-A. General Operating Subsidy.—(a)On or beforethe
first dayofMay1971, andannually thereafter,eachintermediateunit
shall submit to Me Superintendentof Public Instruction for prior
review and approval, a budgetestimatingthe costof operating and
administeringthe intermediateunitprogramofservicesfor theensuing
schoolyear.

(b) In May 1971, and annually thereafter in May, the
Superintendentof Public Instructionshall estimatethe amount to be
paid by the Commonwealthto each intermediate unit based upon
approvedbudgets.In July 1971, andannually thereafterin July, the
Commonwealthshall pay to each intermediate unit an advance
paymentequal to one-halfof such estimatedamount. In December
1971, the Commonwealthshall pay to each intermediate unit the
balanceof such estimatedamount.In December1972, and annually
thereafter in December, the Commonwealth shall pay to each
intermediateunit thebalanceoftheState’sshareofthebudgetapproved
for such schoolyear, lessany Statefundspaid in thepreviousschool
yearwhich wereunexpendedorunencumberedat theendoftheprevious
schoolyear.

(c) In computing approved budget expenditures, the
Superintendentof Public Instruction shall not consider Federal
paymentsandpaymentsbytheCommonwealthon behoIf oftheFederal
Government.

Section 919-A. Capital Subsidy.—All leases for office space,
classrooms,buses,garages,warehousespace,equipmentand similar
facilities shall be pre-approved by the Superintendentof Public
Instruction. TheCommonwealthshallpay to eachintermediateuniton
accountofapprovedleasesannuallyfromfundsappropriatedfor such
purposesan amountcomputedby applying the intermediateunit aid
ratio to the approvedleasepayment.The aid ratio computedinitially
shall apply asa minimumfor the duration of the lease.

Section920-A. SchoolDistrict Payments.—(a) Wheretheapproved
budget exceedsthe allocation to the intermediate unit, each school
district within theintermediateunitshallcontributeto theintermediate
unit a shareoftheamountby which thebudgetexceedstheallocation,
computedin thefollowing manner:(1) Determinea weightfactor for
each school district by multiplying the school district’s weighted
averagedaily membershipby the differencebetween1.0000and the
schooldistrict ‘said ratio; (2)determinea valueperweightfactorfor the
intermediateunit by dividing theamountbywhich the budgetexceeds
the allocation by the total weight factors of all school districts
comprising the intermediate uni~and (3) determine each school
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district’s sharebymultiplying thevalueper weightfactor by theweight

factor of the schooldistrict
(b) Less than a majority of the school districts comprising an

intermediateunit maycontract with the intermediateunit for services
to be providedfor the contracting schooldistricts by the intermediate
unit, with thecostofsuchservicesto bepaid by thecontractingschool
districts in such mannerasthey mayagreeupon.

(c) If a schooldistrictdesiresto independentlyprovideaservicethat
is included in the approvedprogram of servicesto be offered by an
intermediateunit, andthe serviceis to befinancedsolely by theschool
district, and if the intermediateunit boardofdirectorsdeterminesthat
thequality ofsuchserviceisadequateandthatsuch independentaction
will not adverselyaffect the serviceto be offered to the remaining
districts by the intermediate unit, the intermediate unit board of
directors mayrelievethe schooldistrict of paymentfor such service.

(d) Paymentsduefrom schooldistricts toan intermediateunitshall
be withheld by the Commonwealthfrom subsidiespayable to school
districts during Novemberand paid to the intermediateunit not later
thanJanuary1 eachyear.

Section 921-A. Financial Beports.—Anannual financial report
shall besubmittedto the SuperintendentofPublic Instruction byeach
intermediateunit not later than thefirst day ofOctober, togetherwith
an auditor’s report preparedbyan independentauditor whoshall bea
certified public accountantor other competentpublic accountant.

Section 2. Thisact shall take effect immediately.
