HB 1103

Amending the act of June12, 1919 (P.L.476),entitled,as amended,“An act to
regulateandestablishthefeesto bechargedandcollectedby the recorderof
deeds,in countiesof the secondclass,” changingand fixing fees.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of June 12, 1919 (P.L.476), entitled, as
amended,“An act to regulateand establishthe fees to be chargedand
collected by the recorderof deeds, in counties of the secondclass,”
amendedOctober19, 1959 (P.L1326), is amendedto read:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the fees to be charged and
collectedby the recorderof deeds,in countiesof the secondclass,shall
be as follows:

For recording deeds, the minimum fee for not more than one
descriptionor morethan four legal captypewritten pagesshall be [four
dollarsandfifty cents($4.50);] six dollars and twenty-fivecents($6.23);
andfor eachadditional description,[fifty cents(504)] onedollar ($1.00)
extra.

For recordingsheriffs deeds,[four dollars ($4.00).] the minimumfee
for not more than one description or more than four legal cap
typewritten pagesshall be six dollars andfifty cents($6.50);andfor
eachadditional description onedollar ($1.00)extra.

For recording scheduleofdistribution, thefeefor not morethan one
description or morethanfour legal cap typewrittenpagesshall be six
dollars andfifty cents($6.30) andfor eachadditional descriptionone
dollar ($1.00)extra.

For recording declaration of taking, thefeefor not more than one
description or more than four legal cap typewritten pages, plans or
maps, shall be six dollars andfifty cents($6.30), for indexing each
namefifty cents(300), andfor eachpage,plan or map onedollar and
fifty cents($1.50) extra per legal cap pageofplansor maps.

For indexing deeds,mortgages,andall other writings, with morethan
four names, [twenty-five cents (254)] fifty cents (50~)extra for each
additional name.

For recording agreements,leases,oil and gas leases,rights of way,
municipal ordinancevacatingstreets,lanes,or alleys,or partsthereof,of
notmore than four legal captypewrittenpages,theminimumfeeshallbe
[four dollars and twenty-five cents($4.25);] six dollars and twenty-five
cents($6.23);and [seventy-fivecents(75g)] onedollar andfifty cents
($1.50) for eachadditional legal cap typewritten pageor fractional part
thereof.
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For recording assignmentsof agreements,leases,oil and gas leases,
rights of way, or other instrumentof writing, by separatepaper,except
such as are hereinspecially provided, of not more than two legal cap
typewrittenpages,theminimumfeeshallbe[threedollarsandtwenty-five
cents($3.25);] four dollarsandfifty cents($4.50);and[seventy-fivecents
(75$)] one dollar andfifty cents ($1.50) for eachadditional page or
fractionalpart thereof.

For recordingadjudicationin bankruptcy,[two dollars and fifty cents
($2.50).] four dollars andfifty cents($4.50).

For recordingwidow’s election,[three dollars($3.00).] four dollars and
fifty cents($4.50).

Forrecordingwidow’sappraisement,[four dollars ($4.00).]fivedollars
andfifty cents($5.50).

For recordingreleaseof legacies,[threedollars ($3.00).] four dollars
andfifty chits ($4.50).

For recordingmilitary or navaldischarge,onedollar ($1.00).Feeto be
paid by the county.

For exemplification of military or naval discharge for purpose of
securingbenefits under the “Korean Conflict Veteran’sCompensation
Act,” onedollar ($1.00). Feeto be paid by the county.

For recordingmilitary or navalcertificateof service,onedollar ($1.00).
Feeto be paid by the county.

Forexemplificationof military or navalcertificateof servicefor purpose
of securingbenefitsunderthe “KoreanConflict Veteran’sCompensation
Act,” onedollar ($1.00). Feeto be paid by the county.

For recordingdecreeof femesole trader, [three dollars ($3.00).] four
dollars andfifty cents($4.50).

For recordingdeclarationof trustof not more than onedescriptionof
propertyor morethanfour legalcaptypewrittenpages,the minimumfee
shallbe [four dollars and twenty-five cents($4.25);] five dollars andfifty
cents($5.50);and [seventy-fivecents(75q)] onedollar andfifty cents
($1.50) for eachadditionalpageor fractionalpart thereof.

For recordingdecreeor order of court of not morethan two legalcap
typewritten pages, [three dollars and twenty-five cents ($3.25);] five
dollars andfifty cents($5.50);and[seventy-fivecents(754)] onedollar
andfifty cents($1.50) for eachadditionalpageor fractionalpart thereof.

Forrecordingmortgagesof notmorethanonedescriptionor morethan
four legal captypewrittenpages;the minimum fee shall be [four dollars
($4.00);] five dollars and fifty cents ($5.50); and each additional
description,[fifty cents(Sot)] onedollar ($1.00)extra.

For recordingassignmentof mortgagewhenattachedto mortgageat
timeof recording,[onedollar andfifty cents($1.50).] threedollars ($3.00).

For recordingassignmentof mortgageby separatepaperof not more
than oneassignment,[three dollars ($3.00);] four dollars andfifty cents
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($4.50); for noting each additional assignment,[fifty cents (50*).] one
dollar ($1.00).

For recordingsatisfaction,partial payment,postponement,or release,
by separatepaper, [three dollars ($3.00).] five dollars andfifty cents
($5.50).

For entering satisfactions,assignments,partial payments,releases,
extensions,and postponements,on margin of mortgage record, [two
dollars and fifty cents($2.50).]four dollars ($4.00).

Forenteringpartialpayment,release,extension,andassignment,under
onemarginalentry, [two dollars ($2.00)]four dollars ($4.00)for first item;
and[seventy-fivecents(754)] onedollar andfifty cents($1.50) for each
additional item.

For mortgagesearcheson not more thanone piece of property, each
name,[two dollars ($2.00);]four dollars ($400);andfor eachunsatisfied
mortgageshown,[seventy-fivecents(75*).] two dollars ($2.00).

For reportingmortgage,lien, assignmentor satisfactionthereof, to the
county commissionersor boardof assessors,[twenty-fivecents(25*)] fifty
cents(50q) each,to be paid by the county.

For recordingor exemplifying of commissionfor notarypublic, with
bond andoath,[six dollars ($6.00);] eight dollars ($&00); city or county
officer, with bond and oath, [six dollars ($6.00);] eight dollars ($8.00);
justice of thepeaceor alderman,with bondandoath,[six dollars andfifty
cents($6.50);] ninedollarsandfifty cents($9.50);specialpolice officer,
[four dollars ($4.00).]five dollars andfifty cents($5.50).

Forexemplificationofspecialpolice officer’s oath, [onedollar ($1.00).]
two dollars ($2.00).

For furnishing Auditor Generalwith information concerninglimited
partnerships,[twenty-five cents(254).] fifty cents(50*).

For affidavit and acknowledgmentof bondsmenfor notary public,
justice of the peace,or alderman,oneperson, [seventy-fivecents(75$);]
onedollarand twenty-fivecents($1.25);twopersons,[onedollar ($1.00).]
onedollar and seventy-fivecents($1.75).

For recordingpowersof attorneyof not morethan two namesor more
than two legal cap typewrittenpages,the minimum fee shallbe [three
dollars and fifty cents ($3.50);] five dollars andfifty cents($5.30,);and
[seventy-five cents (755)] one dollar andfifty cents ($1.50) for each
additional pageor fractionalpart thereof.

For noting any instrumenton marginof record, [fifty cents(SOS).] one
dollar ($1.00).

For recordingchartersor limited partnershipsof not more than four
legal cap typewrittenpages,the minimum fee shallbe [four dollars and
fifty cents($4.50);] six dollars andfifty cents($6.50);and [seventy-five
cents (754)] onedollar ‘andfifty cents($1.50) for eachadditional page
or fractionalpart thereof.

“and” repeatedin original.
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For recordingbankbonds, [two dollars and fifty cents (S2.50).Jfour
dollars andfifty cents($4.50).

The fee for servicesnot hereinspecifically providedfor shallbe the
sameas for similar services.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
