Amending the act of May 1, 1933 (P. L 103), entitled “An act concernin
townships of the secondclass; and amending,revising, consolidating, an
changingthe law relating thereto,” requiringadvertisingfor making certain
contractsor purchases.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause (2) of subsection(e) of section 802, act of May 1,
1933 (P.L103),known as “The SecondClassTownshipCode,” reenacted
and amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P.L.1481),and amendedOctober 9, 1967
(P.L371), is amendedto read:

Section 802. Letting Contracts._*S *

(e) Thecontractsor purchasesmadeby any supervisorsinvolving an
expenditureof over one thousandfive hundreddollars, which shall not
requireadvertisingor bidding as hereinbeforeprovided, are as follows:

*5*

(2) Those made for improvements,repairsor maintenanceof any
kind, made or provided by any township, through its own employes:
Provided,however,That [thisshallnotapplyto constructionmaterialsused
in a road improvement] all materials usedfor road improvement,
maintenanceand/or constructionin excessofonethousandflvehundred
dollars be subjectto the advertisingrequirementscontainedherein.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
