AN ACT

Amending the actof May 28, 1915 (P.L.596),entitled “An act requiringcities of
the secondclassto establisha pensionfund for employesof said cities, and
regulatingtheadministrationand thepaymentof suchpensions,’providingfor
credit for serviceof certain office of tax collectoremployesin secondclassA
cities undercertainconditionsandappropriationstheretor.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The act of May 28, 1915 (P.L.596), entitled “An act
requiringcitiesof thesecondclassto establishapensionfund for employes
of said cities,andregulatingthe administrationandthe paymentof such
pensions,”is amendedby addingafter section16 thereof,a new section
to read:

Section17. In citiesofthesecondclassA, eachemployeoftheoffice
of collectorof taxeswho becamea memberof the retirementsystemin
1962, shall receivefull credittowardhispensionunderthis actfor each
yearofserviceastheemployeofa schooldistrict collectingsuch taxes
prior thereto, upon his producing proof satisfactory to the pension
boardof thenumberofyearsof suchserviceandupon hismakingback
paymentsat the samerate asif he had beena city employe,in a lump
sum or by installments, as may be determinedby the board. If the
employeis retired under this act beforethe backpaymentshavebeen
completed,theannuityshall bereducedbyan amountequivalentto the
unpaid back paymentsor deduction increasesnot anticipated. The
contributions required to build up the reserves necessaryfor the
paymentofcity annuitiesto suchemployes,including backpayments
to matchemployebackpayments,shall be madejointly, one-haIf each
by the city and theschooldistrict within the territorial limits ofsuch
city. The boardof schooldirectors ofeachsuch schooldistrict and the
council of each such city, are hereby authorized and directed to
appropriate moneysfor the purposeof makingsuch contributions.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
