AN ACT

SB 1232

Amending the act of June24, 1939 (P.L.872),entitled “An act to consolidate,
amendand revise the penal laws of the Commonwealth,”clarifying certain
provisionsrelating to horseracing.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 699.5, act of June24, 1939 (P.L.872), known as
‘~ThePenalCode,” is amendedto read:

Section699.5. HorseRacing.—Whoeverraces,runs,pacesor trotsany
horse, mare or gelding for money, goods or other valuable things, or
contributesor collects anymoney,goodsor valuablethings to makeup a
pursetherefor,or prints or causesto be printed,setsupor causesto beset
up any advertisementmentioningthe time and place for the running,
pacingor trotting of any horses,maresor geldings,or knowingly suffers
any suchadvertisementto beattachedto hispropertyor to remainon his
property, is guilty of maintaininga nuisance,a misdemeanor,and upon
conviction thereof,shall be sentencedto pay a fine not exceedingfive
hundreddollars($500),or sufferimprisonmentnotexceedingone(1) year,
or both.

All wagersand bets laid on any suchraceshallbe null and void, and
money, goods and valuable things lost on any such race, or the value
thereof,may be recoveredfrom the winner by action of debt.

Nothing containedin this sectionshall be construedas applying to
racingat exhibitionsof agriculturalsocietiesandassociations,nor to trials
of speedin anyincorporateddriving park,nor to racesgiven by regularly
incorporatedtrotting associationsorbycorporationslicensedbytheState
HarnessRacingCommissionor the StateHorseRacingCommission.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
