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Amending the act of March 2, 1956 (P.L.1206), entitled, as amended,“An act
relating to and defining the practice of podiatry; conferring powers and
imposingdutieson the StateBoardof PodiatryExaminersand the Department
of State;requiringlicensure;providingfor thegranting,cancellation,suspension
andrevocationof licenses;preservingthe rights of existing licenses;providing
for thepromulgationof rulesandregulations;transferofjurisdictionandrecords
to the board; regulationof schoolsof chiropodyandpodiatry; reciprocity; and
providing penalties,and remedies,”changingthe definition of podiatry and
imposingpowersand dutieson theboard.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause (a) of section2, act of March 2, 1956 (P.L.1206),
knownas the “PodiatryAct of 1956,”reenactedandamendedAugust24,
1963 (P.L.1 199),and amendedDecember1, 1965 (P.L.985),is amended
to read:

Section 2. Definitions.—The following words or phrases,unlessthe
contextclearly indicatesotherwise,shallhavethe meaningsascribedto
them in this section:

(a) “Podiatry” shall mean the diagnosisand [treatment of foot
ailments,including minor surgeryandmechanicalmeansupon the feet and
the administrationandprescriptionof drugsincidentalthereto.It shall not
include amputation of the leg, foot or toes or the treatmentof systemic
diseasesof any part of the body] treatmentincluding mechanicaland
surgical treatment of ailments of the foot, and those anatomical
structures of the leg governing the functions of the foot and the
administration and prescription of drugs incidental thereto. It shall
include treatmentof local manifestationsofsystemicdiseasesas they
appearon thefoot but shall not includeamputation of the leg or foot
or treatmentofsystemicdiseasesofanyother part of the body.

Section 2. Section 15 of the act, reenactedandamendedAugust24,
1963 (P.L.1 199), is amendedto read:

Section 15. Rules and Regulations.—Theboard may make such
reasonablerulesandregulationsasit deemsnecessaryandproperin order
to carryouttheintentandpurposesof thisactwithin the scopeof this act.
The board shall adopt and administer appropriate rules and
regulationsestablishinga list ofdrugswhichmaybeadministeredand
prescribedby a podiatrist.
