Relating to indemnification agreementsbetween architects, engineers or
surveyorsandowners,contractors,subcontractorsor suppliers.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Every covenant,agreementor understandingin, or in
connectionwith any contractor agreementmadeand enteredinto by
owners, contractors,subcontractorsor supplierswhereby an architect,
engineer,surveyoror hisagents,servantsor employesshallbeindemnified
or held harmless for damages,claims, losses or expensesincluding
attorneys’ fees arising out of: (1) the preparation or approval by an
architect,engineer,surveyoror hisagents,servants,employesor invitees
of maps, drawings,opinions,reports,surveys,changeorders,designsor
specifications,or (2) the giving of or the failure to give directions or
instructionsby the architect,engineer,surveyoror his agents,servantsor
employesprovidedsuch giving or failure to give is the primary causeof
thedamage,claim, lossor expense,shallbe void asagainstpublic policy
and wholly unenforceable.

Section 2. This act shall take effect in sixty days.
