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Amending the actof June 1, 1945 (P.L1242),entitled “An act relating to roads,
streets,highwaysandbridges;amending,revising,consolidatingandchanging
the lawsadministeredby theSecretaryof Highwaysandby theDepartmentof
Highwaysrelatingthereto,”furtherregulatingthenumberingof Statehighway
routes.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section204,act of June 1, 1945 (P.L.1242),known as the
“State Highway Law,” is amendedto read:

Section204. Lettering,Namingor NumberingStateHighwayRoutes.
The secretaryis hereby authorizedto designateby letter, or to name,
or number, State highways, or any part or parts thereof, or any
combinationsof suchhighwaysor parts thereof,in such manneras in his
discretion will best accommodateand inform the traveling public using
the highwaysof the Commonwealth,andfacilitate the keepingof maps
and records of the department,and the secretary may change the
number,or continuea Statehighway without it beingdesignatedby the
routenumberoriginally assignedby theGeneralAssemblyor assigned
byany executiveorder adoptingaconnectingmadorspurin themanner
provided by law prior to the adoption of section218 of this act.

Wheneverthe secretarydesignatesanyrouteby commonletter, name,
or number, for the convenienceof the traveling public, he may, in his
discretion,include thereinany public road,or part thereof,except city,
borough,or town streets. Nothing hereincontainedshallauthorizethe
secretaryto construct,maintain,or repairany suchroad,or part thereof,
as apartof theStatehighwaysystem,nor authorizethesecretaryto delete
from theStatehighway systemany routeor portion thereofpreviously
adoptedby the GeneralAssemblyor byexecutiveorder.
