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Amendingtheactof April 12, 1951 (P.L90),entitled“An actrelatingto alcoholic
liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages;amending, revising,
consolidatingandchangingthelawsrelatingthereto;regulatingandrestricting
the manufacture1 purchase, sale, possession,consumption, importation,
transportation,furnishing,holdingin bond,holdingin storage,traffic in anduse
of alcoholic liquors, alcoholandmalt and brewedbeveragesand the persons
engagedor employed therein; defining the powers and duties of the
PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providing for the establishmentand
operationof Stateliquor stores,for the paymentof certainlicensefeesto the
respectivemunicipalitiesandtownships,for theabatementof certainnuisances
and, in certain cases,for searchand seizure without warrant; prescribing
penaltiesand forfeitures; providing for local option, and repealingexisting
laws,” requiring the board to meet not less than twice a year in making a
determinationasto whatliquorsaretobesoldin thePennsylvaniaLiquorStores.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause(d) of section 208, act of April 12, 1951 (P.L90),
known as the “Liquor Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 208. Specific Subjects on Which Board May Adopt
Regulations.—Subjectto theprovisionsof thisactandwithout limiting the
generalpowerconferredby theprecedingsection,the boardmaymake
regulationsregarding:

(d) The classes,varietiesandbrandsof liquor and alcoholto be kept
andsoldin PennsylvaniaLiquorStores.In makingthisdetenninationthe
boardshall meetnot lessthan twicea gear.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.
