Amending the actofJune 22, 1931 (F.L.594),entitled An act establishingcertain
to~vnshiproads as Statehighways; authorizing their construction, maintenance,
and improvement undcr certain conditions and restrictions; limiting the
obligation of the Commonwealth in the constniction of certain strictures
located on such highways; conferring certain powers upon the l)epartmcnt of
Highways and local authorities, persons, associations arid corporations for
sharing the cost of the maintenance and construction of such high”avs; and
making an appropriation to carry out the provisions of said act,’’ deleting a route
in Fayette Count’.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1, The following route established by the act of June 22, 1931
(P.L594), entitled “An act establishing certain township roads as State
highways; authorizing their construction, maintenance, and improvement
under certain conditions and restrictions; limiting the obligation of the
Commonwealth in the construction of certain structures located on such
highways; conferring certain powers upon the Department of Highways
and local authorities, persons, associations and corporations for sharing the
cost of the maintenance and construction of such highways; and making
an appropriation to carry out the provisions of said act,” and its
amendments, is deleted as follows:

[Route 26054. Beginning at the Westmoreland-Fayette County line near
Bridgeport; thence in a southerly direction through the village of
Hammondyille to forks of road near the U. B. Church; thence in an easterly
direction to intersection with Route 26056 near Mud School, in Fayette
County, for a distance of about 2.19 miles.]

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
