AN ACT

SB 1566

Providing for the capitalbudgetfor the fiscal year 1970-1971.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:
Section1. Construction.—Thisactandits supplementsshallconstitute

the “Capital BudgetAct for 1970-1971.”The provisionsanddefinitions
of theactofJuly 20, 1968 (Act No. 217),knownas the “Capital Facilities
Debt EnablingAct,” unlessinconsistentherewith,shallapply.

Section 2. Overall Limitations on Debt to be Incurred for Capital
Projects.—Themaximum principal amount of additional debt to be
incurredhereafterduringthe 1970-1971fiscal yearand thereafteruntil
the enactmentof the 1971-1972capitalbudgetspecifyingsuchmaximum
debt for the 1971-1972 fiscal year, for capital projects specifically
itemized in a capital budgetpursuantto clause(4) of subsection(a) of
section7of Article VIII of theConstitutionof Pennsylvania,andthe fund
to bechargedwith the repaymentof suchdebtshall,with respectto each
categoryof capital project,be as follows:

Section 3. ConstitutionalConstruction.—Theprovisionsof this act
shall be severableand, if any of the provisions thereof shall be held
unconstitutional,suchdecisionshallnot affect the validity of anyof the
remainingprovisionsof this act. It is herebydeclaredas the legislative
intent that this act would havebeenadoptedhadsuchunconstitutional
provisionsnot beenincludedherein.
