Amendingtheactof May 1, 1933(P.L.103),entitled “An actconcerningtownships
of thesecondclass;andamending,revising,consolidating,andchangingthelaw
relatingthereto,”furtherprovidingfor thecompensationof thesecretaryof the
county association.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section603,act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103),known as “The
SecondClassTownship Code,” reenactedand amendedJuly 10, 1947
(P.L.1481)and amendedMay 20, 1949 (P.L.1562),is amendedto read:

Section 603. Officers of County Association.—Theofficers of the
associationshall consistof a president,two vice-presidents,a secretary,
anda treasurer,noneof whom shallbe interesteddirectly or indirectly in
the promotionor sale of road material andequipment,and all of whom,
except the secretary,shallbe membersof the association,andshall hold
office for one yearor until their successorsare chosen.If desirable,the
secretarymay be a personnot a regularmemberof the association,and
may be paid for his service such compensation, not exceeding
[twenty-fiveJfifty dollarsper annum,asthe otherofficers may determine.
Every township supervisor,assessor,tax collector, andauditor attending
such conventionmay vote in the election of officers.
