Authorizing the Departmentof PropertyandSupplies,with the approvalof the
Governorand the Departmentof Forestsand Waters to grant a tiowage
easementto the United Statesof Americaover landsin Clinton County.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approvalof the Governorand the Departmentof Forestsand Waters is
herebyauthorizedto grantandconveyto the United Statesof America a
perpetual right, power, privilege and easementto overflow, flood and
submergethe following describedthreetractsof land in connectionwith
theoperationandmaintenanceof theAlvin H. BushDamasauthorizedby
an act of CongressapprovedSeptember3, 1954, togetherwith all right,
title andinterestin andto all structuresandimprovementssituatethereon:

All thosecertain threetractsor parcelsof land situate in the Township
of Leidy, County of Clinton, and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
describedas follows:

Tract No. 1

Beginningatapoint in thewesterlyboundaryof theJohnBaird Warrant
wherethe sameis intersectedby the centerline of BeaverDamRun, and
beingthe commoncornerbetweenland now or formerlyof IsolaK.

The conveyanceshallbe madeunderand subject,nevertheless,to all
easements,servitudesand rights of others,including but not confinedto
streets,roadwaysand rights of any telephone,telegraph,water, electric,
gas or pipe line companiesas well asunder andsubject,nevertheless,to
any estateor tenanciesvestedin third persons,whetheror not appearing
of record, for any portion of the said land or improvementserected
thereon,and subject to the restriction that no other structuresshall be
constructedor maintainedon the land except as may be approvedin
writing by the representativeof theUnitedStatesin chargeof theproject,
such restrictions being intendedfor and limited to the prevention of
constructionwhich would interfere with the operationof the project or
constituteadangerto personsor property;andreserving,nevertheless,to
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand its assignsfull sovereignty,
jurisdiction and control over said lands, including all such rights and
privileges as may be used and enjoyed without interfering with or
abridgingthe easementshereinauthorizedto be grantedandconveyed.

Section 2. The deed of conveyanceshall be approved by the
Departmentof Justiceandshallbe executedby theSecretaryof Property
and Suppliesin the nameof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
