AN ACT

HB 1182

Regulating the solicitation of magazinesubscriptionsin certain cases and
providingpenalties.

The General Assemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. No individual, partnership, corporation, association or
other group shall solicit the subscriptionof any magazinewithin this
Commonwealth by the use of door-to-door salesmen without first
obtaining a license from the Attorney General; provided that the
provisions of this act shall not apply to any charitable or non-profit
organizationwhich solicits the subscriptionof magazinesby the use of
door-to-doorsalesmen.

Section2. An applicationfor such a licenseshall include a statement
that the applicant or any of its officers or employeshave not been
convictedof any crime. Such application shall include the namesand
addressesof all officers and employesof suchapplicant,and the names
andaddressesof all officers andemployesof any franchisedealerof such
applicant.

Section3. TheAttorney Generalis herebyauthorizedanddirectedto
promulgatesuchreasonablerulesandregulationsasshallbe necessaryfor
the administrationandenforcementof this act.

Section4. Theannualfeefor suchlicenseshallbeonehundreddollars
($100).

Section 5. Any individual, partnership,corporation,associationor
othergroupwhich hasbeengrantedsucha licenseshall, during the term
of such license, file supplementarydata with the Attorney General
wheneverthere is a changein the list of officers or employesof such
licenseestating that any such new officers or employeshavenot been
convictedof any crime.

Section6. Any contractfor thesubscriptionof anymagazinesolicited
by use of door-to-door salesmen by any individual, partnership,
corporation,associationor othergroupwithout first obtaininga licenseas
provided in this act, or while any such individual, partnership,
corporation,associationor othergroupwasin violation of any provisions
of this act, shallbe unenforceablewithin this Commonwealthas a matter
of public policy.

Section7. Any personwho wilfully and intentionallyviolates,or shall
direct or consentto the violation of any provision of this act, or who
knowinglyprovidesanyfalseinformationto theAttorneyGeneral,shallbe
guilty of amisdemeanorand upon conviction shallbe punishedby a fine
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of notmorethanonethousanddollars ($1,000)or by imprisonmentfor not
morethan six months,or both.
