Amending the act of June24, 1939 (P.L.872),entitled “An act to consolidate,
amendandrevisethepenallawsof theCommonwealth,”prohibitingtheinjury,
damagingor tamperingwith or unauthorizeduseof fire hydrantsandcertain
fire equipmentandrevising penalties.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section928,actof June24, 1939 (P.L.872),knownas “The
PenalCode,” is amendedto read:

Section928. Injuring or TamperingWithFire Apparatus,Hydrants,
Etc.—Whoeverwilfully andmaliciouslycuts,injures, damages,tampers
with or destroysor defacesanyfire hydrantor anyfire hoseor fire
engine, or other public or private fire equipment,or any apparatus
appertainingto the same,[belongingto any fire engineor hosecompany,]
is guilty of a misdemeanor,and upon conviction thereof,shall be sentenced
to paya fine not exceeding[one thousand dollars ($1,000)] onehundred
dollars ($100,), or to undergoimprisonment, [by separateor solitary
confinementatlabor,]not exceeding[two (2) years] sixty(60) days,orboth.
