AmendingtheactofJune1, 1956(P.L.1959),entitled,asamended,“An actfixing
the salariesandcompensationof the Chief Justiceand judgesof the Supreme
Court, the PresidentJudgeandjudgesof the SuperiorCourt, thejudgesof the
courts of common pleas,the judgesof the orphans’courts,the judgesof the
CountyCourtof Philadelphiaand thejudgesof the CountyCourtandJuvenile
Court of Allegheny County, certain associatejudges not learned in the law,
certainstateofficers,andthesalaryandexpensesof the membersof the General
Assembly,andrepealingcertaininconsistentacts,”changingcertainallowances
of members of the General Assembly, creating the Commonwealth
CompensationCommissionandmaking editorial changes.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 14, act of June 1, 1956 (P.L.1959), entitled, as
amended,“An actfixing thesalariesandcompensationof theChiefJustice
andjudgesof the SupremeCourt, the PresidentJudgeandjudgesof the
SuperiorCourt, thejudges of the courts of commonpleas, the judgesof
the orphans’courts,thejudges of the CountyCourt of Philadelphiaand
thejudgesof the CountyCourtandJuvenileCourtof AlleghenyCounty,
certainassociatejudgesnot learnedin thelaw, certainstateofficers, and
the salaryand expensesof the membersof the GeneralAssembly,and
repealingcertaininconsistentacts,” amendedJuly 9, 1965 (P.L.195)and
July 9, 1965 (P.L.196),is amendedto read:

Section14. Thesalaryof the membersof the GeneralAssemblyshall
be seventhousandtwo hundreddollars ($7,200)per annumand mileage
to and from their homesat the rate of ten cents(100) per mile circular,
for eachweeka memberwasin actualattendanceat thesession,between
their homesand the State capitol, and no other compensationshall be
allowedwhatsoever,excepteachmemberof the GeneralAssemblyshall
receivean allowancefor clerical assistanceand otherexpensesincurred
during his term in connectionwith the dutiesof hisoffice, in the sumof
[four thousand eight hundred dollars ($4,800)] eight thousandfour hundred
dollars ($8,400),annually; thesalaryandexpensesto be payablein equal
monthlyinstallmentson thefirst of themonthwith theexceptionthat the
installmentdue Decemberfirst of eachevenyearshallbe addedto and
payablewith the installmentdueJanuaryfirst of the following year [and
with the further exceptionthat all membersof the Senateelectedat the general
election in 1964shall, during the remainder of their terms, receivein addition
to the allowancefor clerical assistanceand other expensesabove provided by this
actan additional expenseallowanceof one thousandtwo hundred dollar ($i,200)
per annum beginning December 1, 1966.].

Section 2. The act is amended by adding a section to read:
Section 14.1. (a) There is hereby established an independent
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commission to be known as the “Commonwealth Compensation
Commission,”hereinafterreferredto asthe “commission,”consistingof
five members,two ofwhomshall beappointedby the Governor,oneby
theChiefJusticeoftheSupremeCourt,oneby thePresidentPro Ternpore
of the Senateand oneby the Speakerof the HouseofRepresentatives.
Theyshall beprivate citizens,and shall not beeligible for electionor
appointmentto public officeduring the continuanceoftheir terms.The
termsofthepersonsfirst appointedshall befor thecalendaryears1971
and1972. Personsthereafterappointedshall servefor a two-yearterm,
which shall coincidewith thetwo calendaryearscommencingwith the
year in which theappointmentis made.

Thecommissionshall electoneofits memberschairmanandmembers
ofthecommissionshall bereimbursedfor actualandnecessaryexpenses
incurred while performing the dutiesimposedby this act. In addition,
membersofthecommissionshall bepaidfifty dollars ($50)perdiemfor
eachday such memberis engagedupon work of the commission.The
commissionmay retain an executive director and such clerical or
secretarial personnelas it may require. The costsand expensesof the
commissionshall be paidout offundsappropriated to the Governor’s
office, thePresidentPro Tempore ofthe Senateand the Speakerof the
House,pro rata.

(b) Thecommissionshall makean exhaustivestudy ofthe salaries,
emoluments,retirement benefits,mileage,per diem, travel and other
expense allowances and reimbursements of the Governor, the
Lieutenant Governor, the cabinet officers (including the Auditor
Generaland theStateTreasurer),thejusticesandjudgesoftheSupreme
Court, the Superior Court, the Com?nonwealthCourt, the courts of
commonpleas, the Municipal Court of Philadelphia and the Traffic
Court of Philadelphia, and the officers and membersof the General
Assembly.Assoonasis practicableafter theeffectivedateofthis actfor
theinitial report and thereafterfor subsequentreports,on or beforethe
commencementof eachterm of the GeneralAssemblythe commission
shall submit to the Governor, the Chief Justice, the President Pro
Ternporeof theSenateand the Speakerofthe HouseofRepresentatives
its report establishingsuchsalaries, emoluments,retirement benefits,
mileage,per diem, travel and other expenseallowances.

The initial report shall take effectimmediately, unless,within sixty
daysfollowing the dateof submissionthereofthe GeneralAssembly
shall, by concurrentresolution reject the report, in whole or part, or
enacts legislation as hereinafter provided in this section. Reports
submittedsubsequentto theinitial report shall takeeffectand havethe
force and effectof law at the beginning of thefirst pay period of said
term of the GeneralAssemblyor the date of assumptionof c~fficeof
persons affected thereby after such date, unless, within sixty days
following the dateof submissionthereof, the GeneralAssemblyshall,
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by concurrentresolution, reject thesaid report, in wholeor in part, or
unlesswithin said period theGeneralAssemblyshall enactlegislation
which establishesa rate of pay or allowance differing from that
recommendedby said report in whole or in part. That portion of the
report which is not inconsistentwith the resolution or legislation so
adoptedshall havetheforce and effectof law as hereinprovided.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately and shall be
applicableto each officer when permitted by the Constitution of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.
