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Amendingthe actof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177),entitled “An act providing for and
reorganizing the conduct of the executive and administrativework of the
Commonwealthby theExecutiveDepartmentthereofandtheadministrative
departments,boards,commissions,andofficers thereof,including theboardsof
trusteesof State Normal Schools,or TeachersColleges; abolishing,creating,
reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative
departments,boards,and commissions;defining thepowersanddutiesof the
Governor andother executiveandadministrativeofficers, andof the several
administrative departments,boards, commissions,and officers; fixing the
salariesof theGovernor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutiveand
administrativeofficers; providingfor theappointmentof certainadministrative
officers, and of all deputiesand other assistantsand employes in certain
departments,boards,and commissions;andprescribingthemannerin which
the number and compensationof the deputiesand all other assistantsand
employes of certain departments, boards and commissions shall be
determined,”providing for the maintenanceof the Mansionon the Edward
Martin Military Reservationby theDepartmentof PropertyandSuppliesfor the
useof the LieutenantGovernor.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(a)of section2402,actof April 9, 1929(P.L.177),
known as“The Administrative Codeof 1929,” amendedMarch 28, 1961
(P.L.66), is amendedto read:

Section 2402. Grounds,Buildings andMonuments in General.—The
Departmentof PropertyandSuppliesshall have the power,and its duty
shall be:

(a) Subject to the powers by this act vested in the Board of
Commissionersof Public GroundsandBuildings, to control andsupervise
the State Capitol Building, and the public grounds and buildings
connected with the State Capitol, including the State Arsenal, any
building or buildings that may have been devised or may hereafter be
devised to the Commonwealth within the City of Harrisburg, the
Northwest Office Building now occupied by the PennsylvaniaLiquor
Control Board, the Pittsburgh State Office Building, the Philadelphia
StateOffice Building, [and] theExecutiveMansion and theMansion of the
Lieutenant Governor,andto make,orsupervisethemaking,of all repairs,
alterations,and improvements,in andaboutsuchgroundsandbuildings,
including the furnishing and refurnishingof the same,and also to have
general supervision over repairs, alterations, and improvements to all
other buildings, lands, and property of the State, except as in this act
otherwiseprovided:

***

Section2. Section2402of the act is amendedby adding asubsection
to read:
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Section2402. Grounds,Buildings andMonumentsin General—The
Departmentof PropertyandSuppliesshall havethe power, andits duty
shall be:

(o) To maintain, for the use of the Lieutenant Governor, the
Mansion located on the Edward Martin Military Reservation.
