Amendingthe act of June3, 1937 (P.L.1225),entitled “An act concern:inggame
andother wild birds and wild animals;and amending,revising,consolidating,
andchangingthe law relating thereto,” increasingthe numberof specialdog
training areaswhich may be establishedin any onecounty from eight to ten.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Subsection(a) of section938,actofJune3, 1937 (P.L.1225),
known as “The Game Law,” amendedJuly 23, 1965 (P.L.243) and
September17, 1965 (P.L.525), is amendedto read:

Section938. SpecialDog TrainingAreas.—(a)Upon applicationof any
club or organizationhaving twenty or morememberswho arecitizensof
this Commonwealth,or upon the applicationof twenty or morecitizens
of this Commonwealthand the paymentof a registrationfee of twenty
dollars ($20), the commission may issue a permit authorizing the
establishmentandmaintenanceby suchclub, organizationor citizenson
land owned by them,or over which they havelegal control, of a special
dog training areawhereinandwhereondogsmay be trainedat anytime
during the entireyear,andfield trials may beconductedthereonwithout
the necessityof securingthe field trial permit, ashereinbeforerequired.
No suchdog training areashallbe of less than onehundredacres,nor of
morethan two hundredfifty acres,nor shallpermits be issuedfor more
than [eight] ten specialdog training areasin any onecounty [, exceptthat
in counties of the secondclass permits shall not be issued for more than ten
specialdog training areas].

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
