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AN ACT

HB 209

Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1333), entitled “An act concerning
elections, including general, municipal, special and primary elections, the
nominationof candidates,primaryandelectionexpensesandelectioncontests;
creating and defining membershipof county boardsof elections;imposing
duties upon the Secretaryof the Commonwealth,courts, county boardsof
elections,countycommissioners;imposingpenaltiesfor violation of theact,and
codifying, revisingandconsolidatingthe laws relating thereto; andrepealing
certain actsand parts of actsrelating to elections,” authorizingcitizensage
eighteenor overto vote andfurther providing for residencyrequirements.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section701, act of June3, 1937 (P.L.1333),known as the
“PennsylvaniaElection Code,” amendedDecember30, 1959 (P.L.2085),
is amendedto read:

Section 701. Qualifications of Electors.—Every citizen of this
Commonwealth [twenty-one] eighteen years of age, possessingthe
following qualifications, shall be entitled to vote at all elections,provided
he or she hascomplied with the provisions of the acts requiring and
regulating the registrationof electors:

(1) He orsheshallhavebeenacitizenof theUnitedStatesat leastone
month.

(2) Heorsheshallhaveresidedin theState[atleastoneyear(or,having
previouslybeena qualified electoror nativeborn citizen of the State,heor she
shall haveremovedtherefromand returned,then six months)] ninety days
immediatelyprecedingthe election.

(3) He or sheshallhaveresidedin the electiondistrict where he or
she shall offer to vote at least sixty days immediately preceding the
election,except that if qualified to vote in an election district prior to
removal of residence,he or shemay, if a residentof Pennsylvania,vote
in the electiondistrict from which he or sheremovedhis or her residence
within sixty daysprecedingthe election.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
