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AN ACT

SB 37

Amendingtheactof April 9, 1929(P.L.177),entitled “An act providing for and
reorganizingthe conduct of the executiveand administrativework of the
Commonwealthby theExecutiveDepartmentthereofandtheadministrative
departments,boards,commissions,andofficers thereof,including theboardsof
trusteesof State Normal Schools, or TeachersColleges; abolishing,creating,
reorganizing or authorizing the reorganizationof certain administrative
departments,boards,andcommissions;defining the powersanddutiesof the
Governorandother executiveandadministrativeofficers, andof theseveral
administrative departments,boards, commissions,and officers; fixing the
salariesof theGovernor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutiveand
administrativeofficers; providingfor theappointmentof certainadministrative
officers, and of all deputiesand other assistantsand employes in certain
departments,boards,andcommissions;andprescribingthemannerin which
the number and compensationof the deputiesand all other assistantsand
employes of certain departments, boards and commissions shall be
determined,”authorizingtheDepartmentof PropertyandSuppliesandother
administrative departmentsto permit political subdivisions and authorities
createdby political subdivisionsto participatein purchasecontractsentered
into by the Commonwealth.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section2403,actof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177),known as“The
Administrative Codeof 1929,”is amendedby addinganew subsectionto
read:

Section 2403. Standards and Purchases.—TheDepartment of
PropertyandSuppliesshallhavethe power, and its duty shallbe:

***

(h) To permit, subject to such terms and conditions as the
Department of Property and Supplies may, and as hereinafter
specifically provided, shall, prescribe, any political subdivision or
authority created by a political subdivision to participate in or
purchaseoff purchasecontractsfor materials,suppliesandequipment
enteredinto by thedepartment.Any political subdivisionor authority
desiring to participate in such purchasecontractsshall file with the
Departmentof Propertyand Suppliesa certified copyofan ordinance
or resolutionof its governingbodyrequestingthat it be authorizedto
participatein purchasecontractsof the departmentandagreeing that
it will beboundbysuchtermsandconditionsasthedepartmentmay,
andashereinafterspecificallyprovided,shall, prescribe~andihatit will
beresponsiblefor paymentdirectly to thevendorundereachpurchase
contract. Any other administrative departmentauthorized to make
direct purchasesofmaterials, suppliesand equipmentmaysimilarly
permit political subdivisions or authorities to participate in or
purchase off purchase contracts entered into by such department.
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Amongsuchtermsandconditions, thedepartmentshall prescribethat
all prices shall be F.O.B. destination. Political subdivisions and
authorities shall be exemptfrom existing statutory requirements
governingcompetitivebidding andexecutionof contractswith respect
to thepurchaseofmaterials,suppliesandequipmentunderthis section.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
