Amending the act of June 16, 1836 (P.L.715), entitled “An act relating to
ReferenceandArbitration,” changingtheamount which may be arbitrated.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section8.1, actofJune16, 1836(P.L.715),entitled “An act
relating to Referenceand Arbitration,” amendedJuly 29, 1970 (Act No.
214), is amendedto read:

Section8.1. Theseveralcourtsof commonpleasmayby rulesof court,
provide that all caseswhich areat issuewheretheamountin controversy
shall be [three thousand dollars ($3,000)] ten thousanddollars ($10,000)or
less in countiesof thefirst and secondclassandfive thousanddollars
($5,000)or less in all other counties,exceptthoseinvolving title to real
estate, shall first be submitted to and heard by a board of three (3)
membersof the barwithin thejudicial district andmay fix the maximum
amount required to be submittedin anyamountbetweentwo thousand
dollars ($2,000) and[three thousanddollars ($3,000)] ten thousanddollars
($10,000), in counties of thefirst and second classand betweentwo
thousanddollars ($2,000)andfive thousanddollars ($5,0O0)~i~allother
counties,exclusiveof interestandcosts.Caseswhich arenot at issueand
whether or not suit has been filed may be referred to the board of
arbitrationby agreementof referencesignedby counselfor bothsidesin
the case.Saidagreementof referenceshalldefinetheissuesinvolved for
determination by the board and, when agreeable,shall also contain
stipulationswith respectto factssubmittedor agreedor defenseswaived.
In such cases,the agreementof referenceshall take the place of the
pleadingsin the caseandbe filed of record.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
