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Amendingtheact of October17, 1969 (P.L.259),entitled “An act relating to the
PhiladelphiaMunicipal Court,” changingthe criminal jurisdiction of the court
and supersedingpart of the Scheduleto Article V of the Constitution of
Pennsylvania.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section18, actof October17, 1969(P.L.259),entitled “An
act relating to the PhiladelphiaMunicipal Court,” is amendedto read:

Section 18. The municipal court shall have jurisdiction in all
criminal offensesfor which no prison term may beimposedor which
are punishableby imprisonmentfor a termofnotmorethanfive years,
including indictable offensesunder the motor vehicle laws. In these
cases,thedefendantshall haveno right oftrial byjury in themunicipal
court, butshall havetheright ofappealfortrial denovoincluding the
right of trial byjury to the trial division ofthecourt ofcommonpleas.
Until there are a sufficientnumberofjudges who are membersof the
baroftheSupremeCourt servingin themunicipal court to handlesuch
matters, the trial division of the court of commonpleas shall have
concurrentjurisdiction oversuchmatters,theassignmentofcasesto the
respectivecourts to be determinedby rule prescribedby the president
judge of the court of commonpleas.

Theforegoingjurisdiction may beexercisedonly by thosejudges of
themunicipal court who are membersof thebar of theSupremeCourt.
The judges of the municipal court exercisingjurisdiction under this
section[16 (r) (iii), of the Scheduleto theJudiciaryArticle,] shall havethe same
jurisdiction in probationandparolearisingout of sentencesimposedby them,as
judgesof the courts of common pleasof Philadelphia.

Section2. Underauthority of the Scheduleto Article V of the Constitution
of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniathis act shall replacesection(16) (r) (iii)
of that Schedule.

Section3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
