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Amendingtheactof December15, 1959(P.L.1779),entitled,asamended,“An act
relating to fish, frogs, tadpoles and turtles; and amending, revising,
consolidatingandchangingthelawrelating to fish in theinland watersandthe
boundarylakes andboundaryrivers of the Commonwealth,”providing for
issuanceof free fishing licensesto patientsin countyhomesandhospitals.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(e) of section220, act of December15, 1959
(P.L.1779),known as “The FishLaw of 1959,” addedDecember6, 1967
(P.L.694), is amendedto read:

Section 220. ResidentFishing License;Fees..—

(e) Any residentwho is a patient in any PennsylvaniaState-owned
and supported institution for mental disability, geriatric center, [or]
tubercularhospital,orcounty homeor hospitalandwho maybenefitfrom
recreationalfishing during the courseof treatmentand hospitalization
may beissueda fishing licensewithout paymentof the licensefee upon
application to the Department of Revenueor through any county
treasurer,providedthesuperintendentor chiefmedicalofficer in charge
of theState-ownbdor supportedmentalandtubercularhospitalorcounty
homeor hospit~tlco-signsthe applicationtherebyindicating hisapproval
and certifying recreationalfishing may be of benefit to rehabilitationof
the patient.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
