Amendingthe actof June22, 1931 (P.L.720),entitled “An act providingfor the
taking over by the Commonwealth,under certain terms, conditions and
limitations, of certainstreetsin cities of the secondclass,secondclassA, and
third class as State highways, and for the improvement, construction,
reconstruction,resurfacingandmaintenanceby the Commonwealthof certain
definedwidthsof saidstreets;imposingdutiesonsuchcitiesandonpublic utility
companiesusingsuchstreets;providingthatnoassessmentshallbemadeupon
the Commonwealth in the elimination of any grade crossing thereon;
authorizing cities, persons, associations, or corporations to enter into
agreementswith the Commonwealth to bear a portion of the cost of
constructionor maintenance;providingfor the assessmentof certainportions
of thecostof streetimprovementson abuttingpropertyowners;regulatingthe
replacementof certain facilities of public utility companies;prohibiting the
opening of said streetsafter improvementwithout a permit, and providing
penalty therefor; regulating the maintenanceof detours; authorizing the
increaseof city indebtednessin certaincases;andappropriatingmoneyin the
Motor LicenseFundfor thepurposesof this act,” addinga routein theCity of
Jeannette.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The act of June 22, 1931 (P.L.720), entitled “An act
providingfor thetakingoverby the Commonwealth,undercertainterms,
conditionsand limitations, of certainstreetsin cities of the secondclass,
secondclassA, andthird classasStatehighways,andfor-theimprovement,
construction, reconstruction, resurfacing and maintenance by the
Commonwealthof certaindefinedwidths of saidstreets;imposingduties
on suchcitiesandon publicutility companiesusingsuchstreets;-providing
that no assessmentshall be made upon the Commonwealthin the
elimination of any grade crossing thereon;authorizing cities, persons,
associations, or corporations to enter into agreements with the
Commonwealth to bear a portion of the cost of construction or
maintenance;providing for the assessmentof certainportionsof the cost
of street improvementson abutting property owners; regulating the
replacementof certain facilities of public utility companies;prohibiting
the openingof said streetsafter improvementwithout a permit, and
providing penalty therefor; regulating the maintenanceof detours;
authorizing the increase of city indebtednessin certain cases;and
appropriatingmoneyin the Motor LicenseFundfor the purposesof this
act,” is amendedby addingthe following new route:

Route64216. ExtendingRoute64216.—Beginningat a point on the
Jeannette City-Hempfield Township line, thence in a southeasterly
direction on Walnut Street to an intersection with Lowry Avenue,
thencein a northeasterlydirection on Lowry Avenueto an intersection
with Dzvision Avenue, thence in a westerly direction on Division
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Avenueto an intersectionwith Fourth Street, thencein a northeasterly
direction on Fourth Streetto an intersectionwith Harrison~Street,-in~the
City ofJeannette,WestmorelandCounty,a distanceofabout1.62miles.

Section2. Section2, act of June1, 1933 (P.L.1172),entitled “An act
establishingcertainstreetsin boroughsandincorporatedtowns asState
highways,and providing for their constructionand maintenanceat the
expenseof the Commonwealth,”is repealedin sofar asit appliesto Route
64216andso much of the routeasis hereinafterdescribedis returnedto
the City of Jeannette,viz:

Beginningat theintersectionof FourthStreetwith ChambersAvenue,
thence in a southeasterly direction on Chambers Avenue to an

- intersection with Cuyler Avenue, thence in an easterly direction on
Cuyler Avenue to an intersectionwith Second Street, thence in a

I northeasterlydirection on SecondStreet to an intersectionwith Third

Street, thence in a northeasterly direction on Third Street to an
intersectionwith old Route639, in the City of Jeannette,Westmoreland
County.

Section 3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
