Authorizing the PennsylvaniaHistorical and MuseumCommissionto acquireby
gift on behalfof theCommonwealthcertainlandlocatedin the City of Chester,
DelawareCounty.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The PennsylvaniaHistorical and Museum Commissionis
hereby authorizedand empoweredto acquireby gift on behalfof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniathe hereinafterdescribedlot or pieceof
ground with the historic Old Court House, the original seat of the
SupremeCourt of Pennsylvaniaand the oldestpublic building in use in
the United Statesthereonerected, in the City of Chester,Delaware
County, Pennsylvania,boundedanddescribedas follows, to wit:

Beginningat apoint on thewesterlysideof MarketStreet(50 feetwide),
said point being locatedat the distanceof 69.60feetmeasuredsouth25
degrees11 minutes51 secondseastalong the said side of Market Street
from its intersectionwith the southerlyside of Fifth Street(36 feetwide);
thence(1) alongthesaidsideof MarketStreetsouth25 degrees11 minutes
51 secondseastthedistanceof 53.70feetto apoint; thence(2) leaving the
saidside of MarketStreetalong thenortherlysideof a certainright of way
previously grantedto the Delaware County National Bank south 65
degrees04 minutes09 secondswest the distanceof 67.61 feet to a point;
thence(3) north 25 degrees11 minutes51 secondswest the distanceof
53.70feet to a point; thence(4) north 65 degrees04 minutes09 seconds
eastthedistanceof 67.61feetto thepointandplaceof beginning(saidline
beingpartially alongthe southerlysideof acertainright of waypreviously
grantedto the ChesterTimes).

Containing3,630squarefeet, more or less.
Section 2. Title to the property shall be taken in the name of the

Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniaand before its acceptanceshall be
approvedby the Departmentof Justice.

Section 3. Upon acceptanceof the title the PennsylvaniaHistorical
and Museum Commissionshallbe given full control, managementand
supervisionthereof,shallpreservethe historic Old Court Houseand its
grounds,andshallhavethe powerto adoptandcarry into effect plansfor
theimprovementandmaintenancethereofandto makeandercforce-rules
and regulationsfor the preservationof the property and the visitation
thereofby the public.

Section4. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
