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Amendingtheact of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177),entitled “An actproviding for and
reorganizingthe conductof the executiveand administrativework of the
Commonwealthby the ExecutiveDepartmentthereofandthe administrative
departments,boards,commissions,andofficersthereof,includingtheboardsof
trusteesof State Normal Schools, or TeachersColleges;abolishing, creating,
reorganizing or authorizing the reorganizationof certain administrative
departments,boards,andcommissions;defining the powersanddutiesof the
Governorand otherexecutiveandadministrativeofficers, andof the several
administrative departments,boards, commissions, and officers; fixing the
salariesof theGovernor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutiveand
administrativeofficers; providingfor theappointmentof certainadministrative
officers, and of all deputiesand other assistantsand employesin certain
departments,boards,andcommissions;andprescribingthe mannerin which
the number and compensationof the deputiesand all other assistantsand
employes of certain departments, boards and commissions shall be
determined,”authorizingbid bondsin certaincases.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsections(f) and(h) of section2408,act of April 9, 1929
(P.L.177),known as “The Administrative Codeof 1929,”amendedJune
21, 1937 (P.L.1865),areamendedto read:

Section2408. Procedurefor Erectionof BuildingsandAlterationsor
Additions to Existing Buildings._* * *

(f) All proposalsshallbe accompaniedby certified or bankchecksor
surety bid bonds,in suchamountsor percentagesof the amountsof the
proposalsasshallbe specifiedin the advertisement,and shallbe publicly
opened and tabulated at the time and place specified in the
advertisement.

(h) No proposal for any contract shall be considered unless
accompaniedby a certified or bank check or surety bid bond as
prescribedby the departmentat the time of advertising.A bidder who
shall haveaccompaniedhis proposalwith a certified or bankcheck or
surety bid bond, as aforesaid,and to whom a contractshallhavebeen
awarded,must,within tendaysafter suchaward,substitutefor saidcheck
or surety bid bonda suretyperformancebond for not less thanfifty per
centum(50%)or more than onehundredper centum(100%) of the bid
price of thework, asshallhavebeenprescribedby the departmentin its
invitation for proposals,andanadditionalbondin asumnot less thanfifty
per centum(50%)andnotmorethanonehundredpercentum(100%) of
the contract price of the work, asprescribedby the departmentin its
invitation for proposals,conditionedthat thecontractorwill promptlypay
for all material furnished and labor supplied or performed in the
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prosecutionof the work, whether or not the materialor labor enterinto
andbecomecomponentpartsof the building. Suchadditionalbond shall
be held by the Departmentof PropertyandSuppliesfor the useof every
partywho, whetherassub-contractoror otherwise,hasfurnishedmaterial
or suppliedor performedlabor in the prosecutionof the work, asabove
provided,andwho hasnot beenpaid therefor;and,amongother things,
shallprovide specifically that any suchparty maybring a suit thereon,in
the nameof the Commonwealth,for his, their, or its own use,prosecute
thesameto final judgmentfor suchsumor sumsasmaybejustly due,and
haveexecutionthereon: Provided, however,That the Commonwealth
shallnot beliable for thepaymentof anycostsor expenses-of-anysuch-suit.
Each surety bond, required hereunder,shall have as surety a surety
companyauthorizedto transactbusinessin this Commonwealth,or two
individual suretiesapprovedby the Departmentof Justice.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.
