Amending the act of May 27, 1893 (P.L.171), entitled, as amended, “An act
providing for the acquisition of land and the erection, equipment, management,
and operation of the Scotland School for Veterans’ Children; the maintenance
of children admitted thereto, and regulating the admissions to and discharges
from the said Scotland School for Veterans’ Children,” increasing the amount
of the bond and the amount that may be held by the superintendent as trustee.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Clauses (1) and (3) of section 12.1, act of May 27, 1893
(P.L.171), entitled, as amended, “An act providing for the acquisition of
land and the erection, equipment, management, and operation of the
Scotland School for Veterans’ Children; the maintenance of children
admitted thereto, and regulating the admissions to and discharges from
the said Scotland School for Veterans’ Children,” added June 28, 1957
(P.L.413), are amended to read:

Section 12.1. The superintendent of the school shall act as a trustee,
without application to any court, of the estate of each child of the school,
for whom a guardian has not been appointed, and shall have the following
duties and powers in connection therewith:

(1) He shall execute and file a separate corporate surety bond which
shall be in the name of the Commonwealth in the amount of [twenty] one
hundred thousand dollars conditioned for the proper application of funds
held by him as such trustee. The said bond shall be subject to the approval
of the attorney general. The cost of said bond shall be borne by the
Commonwealth.
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(3) He may not hold an amount in excess of [five] ten thousand dollars
at any one time for any one child but shall, on behalf of a child with an
estate in excess of [five] ten thousand dollars, request the attorney general
to make application to the local orphans’ court for the appointment of a
guardian for such child, and the superintendent shall turn over to such
guardian all funds or property held on behalf of such child.
