Amendingtheactof August9, 1955 (P.L.323),entitled“An actrelatingto counties
of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventhandeighth classes;amending,revising,
consolidatingand changing the laws relating thereto,” further regulating
contributionsmadeby countiestowardfuneral expensesof deceasedservice
personsand their widows.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Subsection(a) of section1909 andsections1910 and 1911,
act of August9, 1955 (P.L.323),known as “The CountyCode,” amended
October9, 1967 (P.L.366),areamendedto read:

Section 1909. Funeral Expensesof DeceasedServicePersons.—(a)
Any county is herebyauthorizedand directed to contribute the sum of
seventy-five dollars ($75) and may contribute an additional sum of
twenty-fivedollars ($25)towardsthe funeral expensesof eachdeceased
service person in the cases enumeratedbelow, where in each case
applicationtherefor is madewithin oneyear after the dateof his or her
death. In the caseof any deceasedservicepersonwho died while in the
service,applicationneednot be madewithin oneyear after the dateof
his or her death,but may be madeat any time thereafter.

Section1910. Burial of Widows of DeceasedServicePersons.—Upon
dueapplicationandproof, the county is herebyauthorizedand directed
to contributethe sumof seventy-fivedollars($75) andmaycontribute an
additional sum of twenty-five dollars ($25) from the county funds
towardsthe funeral expensesof anywidow of anymaledeceasedservice
person,who at thetime of her deathhada legal residencein the county,
whetheror not shedied in the countyandwhetheror notshewasburied
in the county. The county shall not contributeany moneys towardthe
funeral expensesof any widow of a deceasedservice personwho had
remarriedafter the death of such deceasedserviceperson, nor unless
applicationfor thepaymentof suchmoneysshallbe madewithifroneyear
after the dateof the deathof suchwidow.

Section 1911. Payment.—(a)It shallbe thedutyof thecountyto cause
avouchercheckto be drawnupon the treasuryof their countyin thesum
of seventy-five dollars ($75), or one hundred dollars ($100) if the
additional sum of twenty-fivedollars ($25) is authorized,for eachbody
buriedin accordancewith the provisionsof this subdivision,to bepaidout
of the fundsof the county,and suchchecksshallbe madepayableto the
applicantor applicantsif the applicationshowsthat the funeralexpenses
havebeenpaid,otherwiseto theundertakerperformingtheserviceswith
notice to the applicant.
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(b) Application for suchcontribution shallbe madeby the personal
representativeof suchdeceasedserviceman or deceasedserviceman’s
widow, if therebe suchpersonalrepresentative,and if no suchpersonal
representativehas qualified then by any next of kin, individual, or
veterans’organization,who or which assumesresponsibilityfor the cost
of burial of the body. The applicationshallbe sustainedby affidavit asto
the facts.

(c) The applicationshallbe on forms prescribedby the Department
of Military Affairs andshallset forth whetheror not the funeral expenses
havebeenpaid. The applicationshallhave attachedtheretoa certified
copyof the deathcertificateandan affidavit by the undertaker,who had
chargeof the burial of the body, andto the effectthat theundertakerdid
rendersuchservice.
