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Amendingthe act of April 29, 1959 (P.L.58),entitled “An act consolidatingand
revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Financial
ResponsibilityAct andotheractsrelating to the ownership,possessionanduse
of vehiclesand tractors,” changingthe penaltyfor fraudulent removalof a
motor vehicleto a summaryoffense.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section1219,act of April29, 1959 (P.L.58),known as“The
Vehicle Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 1219. Penalty for FraudulentRemoval of Motor Vehicle.—
Whoeverplacesin any garageor automobileshopany motor vehiclefor
storage,repairingor garageservice,andsurreptitiouslyremovesor causes
it to beremovedby anyfalsepretensionor device,with intentto defraud,
[is guilty of a misdemeanor,and upon conviction,] shall, upon summary
conviction thereof, be sentencedto pay a fine of not more than one
hundreddollars ($100.00),or undergoimprisonmentnot exceedingthree
(3) months,or both.
